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Degree Requirements

To qualify for the Bachelor of Criminal Justice degree, a student must complete all OHIO University graduation requirements: general
education, College, major, and residency. Students must earn a minimum of 30 semester hours of OHIO University credit, complete a
minimum of 50% of the major course requirements at OHIO University, complete a minimum of 30 semester credit hours at the 3000 or 4000
level, and complete a minimum of 120 total semester hours for graduation (elective hours may be required) with a 2.0 GPA.

OHIO University BRICKS General Education Requirements

BRICKS is OHIO University’s general education program, and requirements must be fulfilled by all baccalaureate degree students.
BRICKS includes a minimum of 38 credit hours across five categories: Foundations, Pillars, Arches, Bridges, and Capstone. Courses used
to satisfy BRICKS requirements may be completed through Mountwest Community & Technical College or OHIO Online. The table
below lists Mountwest Community & Technical College courses that have direct course equivalencies at OHIO University which meet
BRICKS requirements.
