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Background

· Ohio University was chartered in 1804 and is the oldest higher education institution in Ohio 

· The main campus is located in Athens, Ohio

· There are more than 28,000 students enrolled

· There are five regional campuses

Academics

· Currently ranked 46th among public national universities and 98th among national universities in the U.S. News & World Report’s “America’s Best Colleges” 2005 edition

· The university is one of the only 151 schools designated as a Doctoral/Research University-Extensive by the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching

· There are 276 undergraduate majors offered through nine colleges

· Master’s degrees are available in more than 50 areas

· Doctoral degrees are available in 25 areas

· The College of Osteopathic Medicine offers the D.O. degree

Employment

· Ohio University employs 1,069 full-time and 809 part-time faculty, including 149 full-time and 472 part-time faculty on its regional campuses

Students

· The average freshmen class includes approximately 3,800 students from an applicant pool of 13,000

· The average incoming GPA is 3.4/4.0

· The university’s retention rate of 84 percent is among the highest in the nation for large, public institutions

· Approximately 58 percent of students are Ohio residents, though the student population comes from all 50 states

· Nearly 1,100 international students from 100 different countries are enrolled

· There are more than 350 registered student organizations

· Approximately 15 percent of the student body participate in the Greek system

· Eighteen intercollegiate athletic teams compete in the Mid-American Conference at the NCAA Division I level

Alumni

· There are more than 175,000 alumni living throughout the world

· More than 50 percent of graduates live in the state of Ohio

The Athens Campus

· The main campus in Athens is 1,800 acres

· The campus is mainly residential

· There are 41 residence halls

· The campus includes 201 buildings

· 19,704 students are enrolled on the main campus

Russ College of Engineering

· The Fritz J. and Dolores H. Russ College of Engineering and Technology offers undergraduate and graduate degrees across the traditional engineering spectrum and in technology disciplines such as aviation, computer science, and industrial technology

· Research areas currently receiving significant funding include avionics, fuel cells, bioengineering, oil and gas pipeline corrosion, and environmental pipes and culverts
