Advising:	Assistance from the Campus Involvement Center and other relevant offices on campus.

Banking:	Free banking services through the Bursar’s Office in Chubb Hall including tax-exempt status (as part of Ohio University).

Blackboard:	Access to a Blackboard site for your organization.


Email:		Access to a University email address for your organization.

Facilities:	Access to Ohio University facilities and space for student organization activities, meetings, and events.

Funding:	Eligibility for funding through the Student Activities Commission (SAC) of Student Senate.

Fundraising:	Permission to conduct fundraising events on campus and/or using University 
facilities.

Information:	Receive email announcements, which includes useful and up-to-date information for registered student organizations.

Name:		Permission to use “Ohio University” in the student organization name.
