∗ The Cashier's Office Student Organization window is your main contact with the university fiscal operations and is 
available to assist you with any problems related to your position as treasurer.  The Cashier's Office Student Organi-
zation window is open from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday (hours may vary during the summer).   For 
your convenience, some of the forms you need are available on-line at http://www.finance.ohiou.edu/cashier/
studentorgs.html 

 
∗ Registered Student Organizations are exempt from paying Ohio State Sales Tax.   The tax-exempt card must be on 

hand when making purchases.  A copy of the tax-exempt card is available at the Cashier's Office Student Organiza-
tion window in Chubb Hall or at http://www.finance.ohiou.edu/components/ouexempt.pdf 

 
∗ All registered student organizations must maintain their account with the Cashier's Office Student Organization win-

dow.  A separate bank account is strictly prohibited.   Any Greek organization that is recognized by WPA , IFC, or 
NPHC, and have a housing corporation, are exempt from this requirement. 

 
∗ Deposit all checks and cash within 48 hours of receipt.  Reimburse for purchases within 90 days of receipt. 
 
∗ DO NOT pay individuals and/or performers in CASH.  Payments for any “services rendered” have to be paid from 

O.U. directly to the individual.  You cannot be reimbursed for payments you make to individuals for services 
they provided.  You need to have a written contract/agreement and a completed W-9 tax form in order to process a 
payment.   

Please remember to complete and submit a new signature card to the Cashier’s Office Student Organization       
Account window in Chubb Hall. The signature card must show the signatures of both the treasurer and the advisor.  A 
new card must be completed each time there is a change of either the advisor or treasurer.  The officers listed on 
the signature card must match the registration on file at Campus Life located at Baker University Center 355.
