General Guidelines for MFE 670 
If MFE students choose to take an internship (MFE 670), they should follow the following guidelines:

1. Sign up for MFE 670 in the quarter that the internship is taken (this is expected to be the student’s last quarter).

2. The internship should be with a known financial company in the U.S.  In the case of a foreign financial company, the Graduate Chair must be informed prior to applying to the company for an internship. Note that the company should be internationally known.

3. The employer should provide the Graduate Chair with a detailed description of the student’s job responsibilities on the company’s stationary paper. The duration of the internship must be at least 100 hours.
4. After the internship is complete, the employer should provide the Graduate Chair with another letter evaluating the performance of the student on the company’s stationary paper and submit that to the Graduate Committee. The student must also write a report on the duties that he/she performed.
5. Once the internship is approved by the Graduate Chair, a grade of “CR” will be reported to the University.
