ADDITIONAL PARTICIPATION INFORMATION

Because Open Doors tracks only students who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents going abroad for credit, some participants cannot be counted in the report.   These participants include students from the College of Osteopathic Medicine, foreign nationals, and participants from other institutions and professional fields.

In addition to the 787 participants recorded in the Open Doors Report, 86 additional participants took part in education abroad programming offered through Ohio University between Fall 2008 and Summer 2009. For institutional reporting purposes, the total recorded participation for AY 2008-09 was 873.

Of the 86 participants who could not be counted in the Open Doors Report, at least 59 of those students were participants from other institutions, and with the exception of 49 of the 86 students, all were participants on an OUCOM-affiliated program. Eight of the 86 participants were foreign nationals.
