Diversity scholarship awarded for first time –next deadline April 10
The OEA awarded the first diversity scholarship to a student planning to intern abroad during spring quarter. The deadline is April 10 for summer and fall programs.
Lawrie scholarship deadline May 1
If you know students who would be eligible for this award, please encourage them to apply by the May 1 deadline for summer and fall programs.  Ohio University undergraduate students attending the Athens campus who are enrolled full-time in the College of Arts & Sciences and who will have junior or senior status at the time of study abroad are eligible. Applicants must have a minimum 3.4 cumulative GPA. This scholarship is for students involved in leadership activities on campus who possess a high degree of personal integrity. Applicants must be planning to participate in an Ohio University study abroad or exchange program. The Shao Scholarship is accepting applications until April 8
The Shao Scholarship is available to OU undergraduate and graduate students with a minimum GPA of 3.0 who are planning a study abroad experience in Hong Kong, China, Taiwan, or other areas of Asia.
Grants range from $500 - $1500 for summer or quarter/semester long programs to $3000 for students studying for the academic year.

The program must be planned at the time of application and must be an approved part of their degree program.
