New program to Uganda approved
The university has approved a new study abroad program, to be led by Dr. Kalyango, of the School of Journalism.  The summer program will focus on specialized journalism.  Two courses will offer students 30 days of exposure and immersion into the conditions under which the media and journalists in East Africa operate, and the complexity of the economic and business environment for print, marketing, and broadcast media. 
Affiliation with GlobaLinks approved

The university has also passed an affiliation with the study abroad organization GlobaLinks (http://www.globalinksabroad.org/).  GlobaLinks Learning Abroad offers education abroad programs throughout the world through the AustraLearn, AsiaLearn, and EuroLearn program streams, including unique research opportunities in Europe via a Euro Scholars program (http://www.euroscholars.eu/).  A benefit of the affiliation agreement is that it allows Ohio University students to use institutional financial aid and scholarships on these programs.

Reporting Incidents Abroad

As a reminder, Ohio University is taking part in a pilot project through February 2010 to provide a better sense of the character and rate of health and safety incidents on education abroad programs.  We will be relying on you to keep us informed of the nature of such incidents abroad.  Although we are not reporting minor incidents (e.g. stubbed toe, minor illness), we need to report anything that disrupts the running of a program.  Examples include:
· injury or illness that requires professional medical attention or requires that someone not participate in program for a day or longer

· theft of over $100 or of travel documents

· physical assault of staff or student

· sexual harassment or assault

· motor vehicle accident

· equipment failure that causes injury

· student behavioral or psychological incident that disrupts the program
