Course Description: Prereq - EDSE 350 and EDTE 371B.
Extend and build on the content of EDSE 350, this course uses the Ohio model curricula, and explores issues in secondary school curriculum development, effective teaching, legal issues, classroom management, and assessment. The course helps pre-service teachers build a repertory of teaching strategies by exploring methods of induction, inquiry, and constructivism. Praxis III domains are addressed with emphasis given to domain C – Teaching for Student Learning, and Domain D – Professionalism. Content literacy and reading skills for improving instruction are practiced through hands-on learning experience.

3. Teach explicitly  min. two 21st Century skills in your lesson / unit

4. Step by step identify the 21st C skills in the objectives, rationale, standards, instruction, and assessment of the lesson plan. Define the skills in rationale of the lesson plan. Develop and hand in everything you need for teaching this lesson/unit (materials such as: question list, handout, rubrics, etc.).

5. Prepare a PPT to share your lesson. Presentation needs to be informative with quality teaching demonstrated; interactively demo. 1 skill taught. (Max.10 minutes).  Hand in a copy of PPT
