New guidelines – guidelines for certificates and minors posted on UCC website
Second Readings of Minor / Administrative Changes:

1. Relocation of the Bachelor of Arts in Global Studies (BA4405, BA4406, BA4407, BA4408, and BA4409) from the College of Arts and Sciences to the Center for International Studies

First Readings of Minor / Administrative Changes: 
1. Department Name Change, from: Management Systems, To: Management

2. School of Information and Telecommunication Systems proposes to change MC5328 from:
   Master of Communications Technology and Policy (MCTP) 
          to 
   Master of Information and Telecommunications Systems (MITS)
to align the name of the school and the masters degree.
3. Degree name change for BS 5305 and BS 1919 (HTC) from: 
     BS in Hearing, Speech and Language Sciences (BS-HSLS), 
          to: 
     BS in Communication Sciences and Disorders (BS-CSD)

to correspond to realignment of program with the School of Rehabilitation and Communication Sciences and to better reflect the specific discipline.

4. School of Visual Communications changes:

a. BS6922, BS6923, BS6924, BS6925: Change Area of Specialization from 15 hours to 12 hours to be a closer conversion from the 20 quarter hours that it was previously.  

b. BS 6925, correct program description to include a requirement that was mistakenly omitted.  Add: 6 hours of adviser approved business law, accounting, or marketing courses.
c. BS6924, change name from: Informational Graphics and Publication Design, 
to: Information Design: Publication
d. BS6923, change name from: Interactive Multimedia, to: Information Design: Interactive
Reason for c and d) The publication and communication industry is undergoing massive evolution. Along with these changes, the terminology applied to genres of work are also evolving. "Informational graphics" and "multimedia" terms are not well understood by students and are being used less in job postings.  "Information Design" more closely mirrors industry-speak and defines the genre for potential students, and the modifiers of "Publication" and "Interactive" distinguish the publication platform differences.

5. BA 5214 Classical Civilization, change from requiring study of Greek or Latin to encouraging study of Greek or Latin but allowing study of any foreign language.

6. BA 4211 History, change from 9 courses and 27 hours of electives (History courses above 2020) to 7 courses and 21 hours to keep the overall major requirements proportional to the quarter system.
7. OR 4211 History, delete History elective requirement of 1 course and 3 hours (any History course) to reduce total hours from 21 to 18 hours to bring the minor in-line with rough equivalency to the quarter program.
