Resolution Regarding Tier II

Passed

May 15, 2006

Whereas the faculty of Ohio University support the need for general education for all undergraduate students in order to "liberate the mind from ignorance" and foster a "diversity of ideas and experiences;" and

Whereas the Faculty Senate has instructed EPSA to review and reform the current Tier system of general education as needed; and 

Whereas, EPSA has found that revisions and improvement of the Tier II component are appropriate; 

Be it resolved that the Tier II component of the General Education Requirement be amended as below:  (Language to be substituted on p. 37 of the Undergraduate Catalog)

Tier II Requirement

Students are required to complete a total of 32 hours from an approved list of courses in the following six distribution areas:

Applied Science and Mathematics (2A)

Cross-Cultural Perspectives (2C)

Fine Arts (2F)

Humanities and Literature (2H)

Natural Sciences (2N)

Social Sciences (2S)

Students are required to take at least three credit hours in each of the six areas and may satisfy no more than two of the required six areas with courses from the same department/school.  No more that 12 of the 32 hours may be satisfied with courses from the same department/school.  

Students may apply no more than two approved Tier II courses in their major department/school or area of concentration (for B.S.S. students) toward partial fulfillment of the Tier II requirement.  

Approved courses are marked in the Course of Instruction section with (2A), (2C), (2F), (2H), (2N), or (2S), following the title and credit hours.  The following courses fulfill the Tier II breadth of knowledge requirement:
