Dean Lombardi – Student Injury & Sickness Plan – United Healthcare Student Resources and the IUC are again in process of putting out a bid for state universities for Fall 2012. Lombardi doesn’t know if this will work out. So, while there is a year-long extension, there will be a 3.5% increase in rates for 2011-’12. There are three additions to the plan for ’11-‘12: 1.) Gynecological exam is available 50 miles from campus, no referral necessary. 2.) Flu vaccine and administration fee, 3.) STI testing (GC and CT) for males.

They WILL create a waiver process for international students who have an insurance plan from an American provider, per a GSS resolution. There will be a ‘hard’ waiver that will require a minimum amt of coverage for the international student to be exempt. Verification will be completed by Wells Fargo. 99.9% done. Communication?
