5.  Whereas;     Ohio University rents generic black doctoral robes to its graduates, therefore be it

6. Resolved;      That Ohio University should consider having an official doctoral robe similar in color and design to the robe adorned by the president of Ohio University, and be it

7. Resolved;      That Ohio University should consider allowing graduates to purchase these robes, and therefore be it
