1.  Whereas:     Graduate Student Senate previously passed Resolution 0607-04 calling for the formation of a comprehensive pedestrian safety action plan on October 8, 2007 and
2. Whereas:      Ohio University continues to be a largely pedestrian campus and addressing pedestrian safety concerns should be an active and continual process, and

despite the vested efforts of individuals and Graduate Student Senators to communicate the serious need for active involvement in discussing pedestrian safety issues and ways to effectively eliminate threats or minimize risks on campus and the surrounding city areas by Ohio University and Athens City Council, and 
4. Whereas:      both entities must work together to be proactive instead of reactive to pedestrian safety concerns, and

the Pedestrian Safety Subcommittee of the Transportation Task Force held its first and only known meeting on October 15, 2007 with four members in attendance, and

the future of this subcommittee is uncertain with the recent resignation of councilwoman Amy Flowers and lack of Ohio University involvement, and

Ohio University must be held accountable for actions or lack there of to provide an adequate, and continual avenue in which to identify and determine solutions to pedestrian safety problems due to unsafe motor vehicle driver and pedestrian behaviors; therefore be it

that Ohio University Graduate Student Senate calls for the formation of a standing Ohio University Pedestrian Safety Committee no later than the 3rd week of the spring quarter, and further be it

the focus of this committee is to identify pedestrian safety problems such as inadequate lighting and unclear and confusing crossing and/or crosswalks, as well as to use resources to provide optimal solutions to said problems on a continual basis, promote pedestrian safety awareness to all incoming students and to create a comprehensive pedestrian awareness action plan for the university, and further be it

that said Ohio University Pedestrian Safety Committee include staff from areas currently involved in looking at these issues such as Planning, OUPD, etc., and Faculty, Graduate and Undergraduate student representation in order to work together to discuss and provide solutions that benefit all interested parties.
