A RESOLUTION CONVENING THE HEALTH PROMOTIONS / GRADUATE STUDENT SENATE FREE AND ANONYMOUS HIV TESTING TASKFORCE
1.  Whereas:         Any sexually active individual, or individual who has been exposed to the blood of another individual through blood transfusion or other means, can be at risk of contracting the HIV virus, regardless of their age, race, sex or sexual orientation, and 
2.  Whereas;         Through the Campus Involvement Center Area of Health Promotion, the Division of Student Affairs asserts its   dedication to “the advancement of the total health and well-being of Ohio University's diverse population” and to the central connection of physical health and peace of mind to student success, and
3.  Whereas;         Free and anonymous HIV testing is a matter of importance for all Ohio University students, especially to the LGBT and international student communities, for which the risk of stigma may be especially high, and 
4.   Whereas;       Ohio University’s current practice of billing student insurance makes anonymity impossible and discourages many students, especially those on their parent’s insurance, from receiving this testing, and 
5.  Whereas;          Conversations with Health Promotion and University Medical Associates indicate that grant funding and free or low-cost training opportunities are available to offset expenses associated with offering this type of service, and 
6.  Whereas;         Free and anonymous testing has been successfully brought to campus in recent years for one-time only, or promotional, events, and 
7. Whereas;          The availability of such testing on an ongoing basis would dramatically increase accessibility for many students who may not otherwise be able to obtain affordable HIV testing, and 
8. Resolved;          The Campus Involvement Center Area of Health Promotion has asked Graduate Student Senate to take the lead in establishing a representative taskforce to address any remaining logistical issues that could impede the success of such testing on campus, as well as issues related to the aftercare and support services offered to students with a positive diagnosis, therefore be it
9. Resolved;         That the Ohio University Graduate Student Senate hereby convenes the Health Promotions / Graduate Student Senate Free and Anonymous HIV Testing Taskforce for the purpose of drafting a proposal that will allow for the effective implementation of these testing services on a year-round basis at Ohio University, and be it further 
 10. Resolved;         That the taskforce membership will consist of, but will not be limited to, representatives from the Student Senate, LGBT Center, the Office of Health Promotions, the International Student Union and University Medical Associates, and be it further 

11. Resolved;           That the taskforce will be co-Chaired by the President of the Graduate Student Senate and the Commissioner for African American Affairs, and will be overseen by Terry Koons, Associate Director of the Campus Involvement Center for Health Promotion, and be it further 
12. Resolved;           That a copy of this resolution be sent to President Roderick J. McDavis, Executive Vice President and Provost, Pam Benoit, Dean of Students, Ryan Lombardi, Associate Director of the Campus Involvement Center for Health Promotion, Terry Koons, Director of the LGBT Center, Mickey Hart, President of the International Student Union, Arin Priowuryandari, Student Senate, and the Editorial Boards of the Athens Post and the Athens News.
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
