Area of Concentration

The area of concentration gives you a chance to identify an area which will help you prepare for your specific
individual career goals. The area of concentration cannot be a random mix of courses; it should be a series of
courses, usually from one or two departments, which contribute to a telecom career. Examples of areas of
concentration include Computer Science, Management, Communication Studies, International Studies, Political
Science, Economics, Marketing, Foreign Languages, and many other possibilities.

You should begin discussing your choices with your advisor as soon as possible. By the time you have attained
junior rank and have completed ITS 214, you should have identified your five course area of concentration. At least
three of the five courses must be at the 300 level or above.

Please note: Courses identified as part of the area of concentration cannot be used to fulfill any other requirements
for the ITS curriculum.

Check in the school office for the Declaration of Area of Concentration form which must be completed and filed in
the school office. The Declaration form also has samples of areas that have worked for others.
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
