
Institutional Report on 

the Quality of Teacher Preparation:  Ohio University
Mission:   Ohio University was founded in 1804 and has the distinction of being the first university in the Old Northwest Territory as well as the first university in the state.  Ohio University is a public university providing a broad range of educational program and services.  As an academic community, Ohio University holds the intellectual and personal growth of the individual to be a central purpose.  Its programs are designed to broaden perspectives, enrich awareness, deepen understanding, establish disciplined habits of thought, prepare for meaningful careers, and thus, to help develop individuals who are informed, responsible, productive citizens.

Teacher Preparation:  The College of Education, in collaboration with other colleges within the University, has developed programs that support the primary mission of the University by facilitating an educative process that fosters the development of educational professionals who are competent, caring, and qualified to meet the diverse needs of learners.  

Student Characteristics:  In 1999 the average ACT score for entering Freshmen was 23.4.  On the Athens campus, 85% of the students are from Ohio.  Approximately 28,000 students are enrolled at Ohio University at the Athens campus and 5 regional campuses.  Slightly over 2800 of those are enrolled in teacher preparation programs.

Admission to Teacher Education:  Candidates must have completed 45 quarter hours with a minimum 2.75 grade point average, and must have earned a grade of C or better in General Psychology, freshmen composition, mathematics, and Fundamentals of Public Speaking.  Satisfactory performance on the Praxis I (173 or above in writing and mathematics and 174 or above in reading) OR satisfactory performance on ACT or SAT (composite score of 21 or better on the ACT or 990 or better on the SAT) is also required.

Admission to Student Teaching:  Students must have completed 135 quarter hours with a minimum 2.75 GPA .  Students must have completed junior composition with a C or better and at least 75% of the general education portion of the teacher education program.

Accreditation:  Ohio University is accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.  Preparatory programs offered by the College of Education for prospective teachers and other school personnel are accredited by the National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE) and approved by the Ohio Department of Education.
Teacher Education Vision:  The vision for teacher preparation at Ohio University is consistent with the vision of the College of Education vision:  The College strives to be an equitable, effective, and interactive learning community that, through excellent scholarship, teaching and service, makes a difference to education and human development.

Special Features
· Approximately 25% of the students in teacher preparation programs participate in intensive field experiences in formal partnership schools. 

· Field experience in area classrooms is integrated into the curriculum throughout all teacher preparation programs.

· Students are offered access to state-of-the art computers, software, and educational materials.

* The state passing rate is based on data collected from all Ohio individuals taking the Praxis II in 1999-2000, regardless of their status in a teacher education program.  Some test takers may be sophomores or juniors in college.  Others may be persons who are not enrolled in a teacher education program.

**The national passing rate is calculated at Ohio’s cut scores, which are among the highest in the nation.  For instance, Ohio requires the highest cut score in Principles of Learning and Teaching 5-9 (middle childhood) and ranks second in Principles of Learning and Teaching in K-6 and 7-12 (early childhood and adolescent/young adult).
