CONSTITUTION FOR THE

OHIO UNIVERSITY CHAPTER OF

THE NATIONAL COMMUNICATION ASSOCIATION 

STUDENT CLUB

ARTICLE 1 - NAME

Section 1:
The name of this organization shall be the Ohio University Chapter of the National Communication Association Student Club.  The organization will henceforth be referred to as the Chapter.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE

Section 1:
The purpose of this Chapter shall be:

1. To promote student interest in communication as a profession.

2. To provide a forum for practitioners and students to exchange ideas and experiences.

3. To achieve a better utilization of the human ability and potential in business, industry, government, education, and the professions. 

4. To encourage student participation in university and community service events.

5. To inform students of opportunities, problems, and responsibilities of the graduate who plans to enter the field of communication.

6. To provide an opportunity for closer contact with leaders in the various areas of job opportunity and to provide opportunities for networking with professionals involved in the field.

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:
Membership is open to any full-time undergraduate student interested in the purposes outlined in Article II, Section 1.

Section 2:
This organization and its members shall not discriminate against any individuals for reasons of race, national origin, color, religion, gender, age, veteran status, sexual orientation, and/or ability status.

Section 3:
Each member in good standing shall have a vote and full membership rights.

Section 4:
A member in good standing shall be:

1. One who meets the requirements as specified in Article III, Section 1 and who upholds the purpose of the Chapter as specified in Article II, Section 1.

2. One whose dues are fully paid for the current year.

3. One who is in the proper limits of attendance according to the points system that can be found in your membership folder.

Section 5:
Any person desiring membership shall fill out the prescribed membership information form and submit it along with payment of dues to the Treasurer of the Chapter.

Section 6:
A member who wishes to resign from the Chapter may do so by notifying one of the officers.  Any member who fails to maintain good standing in the Chapter shall be withdrawn by appropriate action of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS

Section 1:
The officers of the Chapter shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Membership Director and Communication Director.  These officers constitute the Executive Board.

Section 2:
All officers and members are encouraged to be members of the National Communication Association.

Section 3:
Eligibility for office:
Officer must be in good standing of the Chapter.

Section 4:
The officers of the Chapter shall be elected annually and shall hold office for one year.

Section 5:
The officers shall be elected halfway through Spring Semester from the application and speech processes and shall assume their respective offices upon installation at the last Executive Board meeting of the Fall Semester.  

Section 6: 
The officers shall be in attendance at all Executive and Chapter meetings.  The President will grant exceptions when deemed necessary.

Section 7:
The duties of the officers will be as follows:

1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Chapter and of the Executive Board.  The President shall direct the administration of the business of the Chapter.  The President shall be in charge during the planning of all chapter networking trips.  The President shall create an agenda for every group meeting (completed 3 days before the meeting).

2. The Vice President shall act for the President in the President’s absence at all meetings of the Chapter, Executive Board, and committees.  The Vice President will oversee the Academic Advancement Committee.

3. The Secretary shall be responsible for keeping all records of the Chapter and the Executive Board.  The Secretary shall issue notices and keep minutes for all meetings. Meeting minutes need to be emailed by at the latest three days after the meeting by noon. A meeting reminder shall be sent by midnight the day before meetings. The Secretary will oversee the Fundraising and Community Service Committee. 

4. The Treasurer shall collect dues, networking and shadowing deposits, and keep such financial records as may be required by the Executive Board.  The Treasurer shall submit financial records for audit when required by the Executive Board and Ohio University.  The Treasurer shall make a financial report at the beginning and end of each quarter to the executive board and in the occurrence of major changes. The Treasurer will oversee the Fundraising and Community Service Committee.

5. The Communication Director shall be in charge of internal and external publications and the Chapter Bulletin Board in Lasher Hall.  The Communication Director will also publish the quarterly newsletter. The Communication Director is also in charge of all social media sources including, but not limited to, Twitter and Facebook. The Communication Director will oversee the Alumni and Public Relations Committee

6. The Membership Director shall be responsible for maintaining contact with the National office, membership, procuring additional members, and encouraging continued involvement in NCASC. The Membership Director will be in charge of keeping records of attendance for every meeting.  The Membership Director will oversee the Alumni and Public Relations Committee.

Section 8:
Officers who are not fulfilling the duties outlined in Article IV, Section 7, are subject to removal from their position.  The procedure will be as follows:

1. The officer in question will be approached by the person with the concern.  This will give the officer the opportunity to correct the situation before it moves to the next level, impeachment.

2. If an officer’s performance fails to improve after notification of dissatisfaction in his/her role, the person with the initial concern can move to impeach the offending officer.

3. An officer will be removed with a 2/3 vote of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE V - COMMITTEES

Section 1:
The standing committees are as follows.

1.  Fundraising and Community Service Committee

2.  Alumni and Public Relations Committee

3.  Academic Advancement Committee
Section 2:
The Board shall appoint committees as are deemed necessary.  Such committees shall have the purposes and responsibilities assigned to them by the President.

ARTICLE VI - FACULTY/STAFF ADVISOR

Section 1:
A Faculty/Staff advisor shall volunteer their time in the dedication to the academic advancement of undergraduate students in the field of Communication. This advisor shall serve an unlimited amount of time.  This advisor shall be approved by the Executive Board.

Section 2:
The Advisor must be a full-time employee of Ohio University.

Section 3:
The Advisor shall be invited to all meetings and informed of Chapter activities by the President. 

Section 4:
The Advisor shall be an ex-officio member, without vote, of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE VII - ATTENDANCE

Section 1:
Regular attendance is encouraged and is considered necessary to the effective and efficient functioning of this organization.  Please inform any member of the Executive Board if you cannot attend a meeting.

Section 2:
In the event of a member exceeding the limit of excusable absences, the President will meet with this member concerning their attendance.  This meeting will concern the member’s dedication to the organization and the possibility of expulsion.   

Section 3: 
Any member should refer to the NCASC Membership Point Program to evaluate their standing in the group in the chance that only a certain amount of individuals be allotted participation in a given event. 

ARTICLE VIII - MEETINGS

Section 1:
Regular meetings of the Chapter shall be held as designated by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE IX - DUES

Section 1:
The Student Chapter dues shall be $35 for the entire year or $20 for Fall/Spring Semester only.  Special circumstances will be dealt with on an individual basis by the Executive Board.
ARTICLE X - DEPOSITS

Section 1:
Each student registered for a shadowing or networking trip shall make a $10 deposit.  The deposit will be refunded after completion of the activity.  If a member does not complete the activities, s/he will not have their deposit refunded.  Special circumstances will be dealt with on an individual basis by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE XI - PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURES

Section 1:
Parliamentary procedures in all meetings of the Chapter shall be in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order.

ARTICLE XII - BY-LAWS

Section 1:
By-Laws may be adopted, amended, or repealed at any official meeting of the Chapter by a two-thirds majority vote, provided there is a quorum as prescribed in Article VII, Section 2.

ARTICLE XIII - AMENDMENTS AND CONSTITUTIONAL REVIEW

Section 1:
This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds majority vote of those members present with unanimous consent of the Executive Board.

Section 2:
Proposed amendments must be submitted in writing to the secretary of the Chapter.  The proposal shall be read at the first chapter meeting following its submission.  The proposal shall be given a second reading and voted upon at the second chapter meeting following submission.

Section 3:
The constitution will be reviewed by all members of the Chapter once each year.
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
