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ARTICLE I: NAME


Section 1:

The name of the organization shall be The Ohio University Council of Teachers of Mathematics, here after referred to as OUCTM.

ARTICLE II: PURPOSE


Section 1: 

The purpose of this organization shall be to enlighten the community of the exciting world of mathematics by engaging in activities that promote and enhance knowledge and interest in mathematics.  To further our purpose, we adopt the following goals: 

· To promote excellence in school mathematics curriculum, instruction, and assessment

· To encourage commitment to professional growth and continued professional development

· To identify and support those students seeking preparation as teachers of mathematics

· To promote awareness and appreciation for the content and applications of mathematics among all levels of education

· To focus the attention of the Ohio University community on the issues and demands of school mathematics and teacher preparation

· To develop stronger skills to improve the desire for education overall and the importance of education in the world

ARTICLE III: AFFILIATIONS


Section 2: 

The OUCTM is affiliated with the Ohio University College of Education, The Ohio Council of Teachers of Mathematics (OCTM), and The National Council of Teachers of Mathematics (NCTM). 

The National Council of Teachers of Mathematics is a public voice of mathematics education, providing vision, leadership and professional development to support teachers in ensuring mathematics learning of the highest quality for all students.

ARTICLE IV: MEMBERSHIP


Section 1: 

The majority of the membership of this organization shall consist of enrolled Ohio University students, both undergraduate and graduate.  Non-Ohio University student members are allowed if they are Ohio University faculty or a State of Ohio certified educator.


Section 2: 

Membership is open to all those interested in the advancement of mathematics education.  There will be no discrimination in membership, activities, or programs based on major, race, national origin, color, religion, gender, age, veteran status, sexual orientation, and/or disability.  


Section 3: 



Membership in this group shall be open to all who are interested.

ARTICLE V: OFFICERS


Section 1: 



The officers of the organization shall consist of

A. President – The President must have junior or senior class ranking. The President shall preside over all general meetings and Executive Board meetings.  The President shall address any problems that arise.  The President shall plan the agenda for meetings.  The President shall coordinate all activities of the organization and maintain a positive atmosphere.
B. Vice President – The Vice President must have sophomore or junior class ranking. The Vice President shall substitute for the President and other officers in their absence and assist the President, as well as any other officers, in their duties. The Vice President shall maintain the OUCTM website and update it weekly. 
C. Secretary – The Secretary shall take minutes of every meeting and email the minutes to all members within twenty-four hours.  The Secretary shall keep all members up to date on information, meetings, and events. The Secretary shall maintain the OUCTM bulletin board and update it frequently.  
D. Treasurer – The Treasurer shall collect dues from all members and make sure that all members are current with payments.  The Treasurer shall keep and provide a report of the treasury account, pay the organizations bills, be in charge of fundraising, and provide a yearly summary of expenses and accounts.

E. NCTM Representative – The NCTM Representative shall order membership applications for the organization from OCTM and NCTM, as well as relay information between OUCTM and OCTM/NCTM. The NCTM Representative shall be in charge of OUCTM’s tutoring program and help to promote and advertise this program.
F. Public Relations Director- The Public Relations Director shall promote and advertise the organization in a positive way, which would include publicizing OUCTM events and meetings, as well as promoting math education. The Public Relations Director shall maintain the OUCTM bulletin board and update it frequently.  
G. Other officers may be appointed as needed at the discretion of the executive board.

Section 2: 


Requirements for each office are as follows: 

A. Each officer must be an active member of OUCTM and OCTM, and have a 2.75 cumulative grade point average.

B. The President and NCTM Representative must be members of NCTM.

C. All other officers are strongly encouraged to join NCTM.
Section 3: 

The term of each office shall be one year, from June 1 to May 31.  Each officer may run for re-election at the end of his or her term.  Elections shall be held at least four weeks prior to the end of the previous term.


Section 4: 

Should an officer’s position become vacant during their term, the Vice President will take over that officer’s position.  If the position of the Vice President becomes vacant, the other officers will share her/his duties.  Interviews to replace the officer will take place if necessary.

ARTICLE VI: ADVISOR


Section 1: 

The OUCTM Advisor must be a member of the faculty, administration, or staff of Ohio University and be an active member of NCTM.


Section 2: 

The Advisor shall attend Executive Board meetings and offer advice, information, and help when needed.


Section 3: 

Should the position of Advisor become vacant, the executive board shall nominate a new Advisor.


Section 4:



The advisor shall meet with the President regularly. 
ARTICLE VII: MEETINGS


Section 1: 

Regular meetings of OUCTM shall be held at least once a month as called by the Executive Board.


Section 2: 

Executive Board meetings shall be called when decided by the executive board.  Special meetings shall be held when called by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE VIII: AMENDMENTS


Section 1: 

This constitution shall be amended by a majority vote of the executive board.


Section 2: 

The amendment must be brought to the attention of the executive board at least one week prior to the vote.  If needed, a special meeting will be called and executive board members will be notified at least one week prior. 

ARTICLE IX: DISSOLUTION CLAUSE


Section 1: 

If at any time, the Ohio University Council of Teachers of Mathematics shall cease to carry out the purposes and goals of the organization, all aspects and property held by it, whether in trust of otherwise, shall, after payment of liabilities, be paid over to an agency selected by the final Executive Board.
