Keep in mind that the ACD is only about 25% complete.  What has been done 

has been done with some degree of thoroughness, but other parts of the

lexicon have hardly been touched.  The sections which are `complete' are

*e, *i, *u and *w.  Those that are at least 80% complete are *a, *b, *h,

*q and *S.  The unfinished parts of the last four sections include parts

of *ba-, *ha-, *qa- and *Sa-.  This is an artifact of the way I work,

which aims at avoiding repetitive searching when it can be avoided.

The last printout we had was 2,017 single-spaced pages, which means that

the completed work should be around 8,000 pages.
