Online Course Component: This course is a hybrid course that meets face-to-face on only three occasions. The rest of the course is conducted through the Blackboard course. Students are expected to login and check the course Blackboard site several times throughout the week.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:
In this course we will be exploring compute-based instruction using Macromedia’s Flash 8 authoring environment. Students will gain a broad understanding of computer-based instructional principles and their application in educational environments.

Students will construct assignments in Flash and will work independently through the tutorial. Each face-to-face class session will be in a seminar format. The topics for the face-to-face seminars will be 1) animation and instruction 2) interaction, and 3) user interface elements.

Demonstrate knowledge and skill of the Flash 8 authoring system.


Demonstrate knowledge of instructional animation


Demonstrate knowledge of computer-based interaction


Demonstrate knowledge of user interface design


Demonstrate proficiency in independently learning complex, unfamiliar software packages.
