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The purpose of this study was to examine the age-related differences in
speaking fundamental frequencies (SF) of women, in order to determine
the effects of normal aging on SF, of the speakers’ voices. The study com-
pared the SF characteristics of a group of 8 women with the SF  character-
istics of the same speakers 25 years later.
