(POSTED BY ATHENS CITY POLICE ON 10.07.09) 

 
 
CASE NUMBER:   09-0083791 (APD) 
 
DATE/TIME OCCURRED:  Wednesday, October 7, 2009, at approximately 10:40 a.m. 
 
LOCATION:    8 North Court Street (Cold Stone Creamery) 
 
SUSPECT DESCRIPTION:  White male, dark complexion, possibly of Latino descent 
    Dark eyes and dark goatee with shaved head (dark stubble showing) 

Approximately 6’ tall, wearing a white t-shirt and gray baggy sweatpants 
 
NARRATIVE: 
At approximately 10:40 a.m. on Wednesday, October 7, 2009, an employee at Cold Stone Creamery (8 North 
Court Street) reported to Athens City police that the suspect described above had just robbed the store.  
According to the employee/victim, the suspect entered the store, pulled a gun from his pocket, and demanded 
the victim “give him all the money in the store.”  The victim complied with the suspect’s demands.  The suspect 
escaped through the back door of the store into the alley at the rear of the Athens City Building.  He was carrying 
a small, burlap sack containing the money.
