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This report addresses assessment procedures, quality of student outcomes, and changes to procedures and/or curriculum for undergraduate programs offered in the Department of Teacher Education.  This report includes assessment information for the Early Childhood Education and Middle Childhood Education programs at regional campuses and for AYA (Adolescent Young Adult-Secondary Education), Multi-age programs and IS (Intervention Specialist-Special Education) on the Athens campus. The M.Ed. and Ph.D. in Curriculum & Instruction are programs offered with the Department of Educational Studies and are under separate cover.

OUTCOME ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES:

1. Admission to Professional Education requires completion of 45 qh with overall g.p.a. of 2.75, C or better in Psy 101 and Inco 103, and ACT score of 21 or better, SAT of 950 or better, OR passing PPST/PRAXIS I-ETS (Reading-required score=321; Math-required score=318; Writing-required score=319).  Admission to Advanced Standing requires completion of 90qh with minimum overall g.p.a. of 2.75, minimum g.p.a. of 2.75 in the licensing field, and minimum of C in the EDCI Common Core Block.

2. Qualification to Student Teach/Passing Student Teaching requires completion of 135 qh with minimum g.p.a. of 2.75, completion of Tier I, Tier 2, and junior English, completion of at least 75% of the licensing field requirements with  g.p.a. of 2.75, and completion of all teaching methods courses with C or better. To earn credit for student teaching, both the university supervisor and the cooperating teacher must evaluate the student’s performance.  This evaluation is based on Enhancing Profession Practice: A Framework for Teaching.  If it is determined that the individual’s performance is unsatisfactory, they are removed from student teaching.

Praxis II Examination.  Certified successful, approved program completion and passing scores on Praxis II-ETS are required for licensure in the State of Ohio.  Praxis II consists of content area/specialization exams and a Principles of Teaching and Learning exam (K-6, 5-9, or 7-12). These scores are reported only by exam type and not by program major.  Beginning in April, 2001, Title II of the Higher Education Act requires IHEs to report data on pass rates.
QUALITY OF OUTCOMES:

1. All majors must meet Admission to Professional Education requirements before they begin any education courses.  Those students with ACT > 21 or SAT > 950 must pass the PPST. Specific data on the number of students ineligible for Professional Education and Admission to Advanced Standing is not tracked.  However, students can not register through TRIPs for and ED course or 300-400 Advance Standing courses if they are not admitted into Professional Education or Advanced Standing respectively.

2. During academic year 01-02, 331 Athens undergraduate students qualified for Student Teaching.  328 passed with “credit” and 2 “failed” and 1 “withdrew”.  243 undergraduate students qualified for student teaching on regional campuses.  240 passed with “credit” and 3 “withdrew”.

CHANGES TO PROCEDURES AND/OR CURRICULUM:


Programs in Teacher Education have engaged in a three-year process of curricular alignment with new ODE standards, learned societies, and NCATE.  Our recent NCATE approval signifies that programs have answered the question “What do teacher need to know and be able to do?”  However, the outcome data from Praxis II for 01-02 does not yet reflect full implementation of new programs or changes in programs.

In addition, Praxis II through ETS will be working with states, NCATE and learned societies to better align each exam with the respective curricular standards.  Problems, particularly with the Praxis II Spanish Content and Language Skills, Early Childhood Education, and Special Education have been noted throughout the State of Ohio.  More reliable outcome data will permit programs to identify and alter specific curricular areas for improvement.

The UTPC (University Teacher Preparation Council) coordinates programs’ efforts to meet outcome performance standards for NCATE 2005.  With representatives from public schools, other colleges and departments responsible for teacher preparation, we have held NCATE workshops on expected outcomes to ensure greater input and coordination to identify and modify programs as needed.
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
