STATEMENT OF PURPOSE 
Ohio University is committed to research, scholarly and creative works and activities. Through the OURC Discretionary Fund, the University makes funds available to all faculty and staff for unique opportunities and emergencies. OURC Discretionary funds are very limited, approximately $2,000 per year; therefore it is imperative that when possible funding should be sought through the competitive awards processes:  OURC and Baker Fund, 1804 Fund, Technology Seed Fund, and Technology Gap Fund.

ELIGIBILITY 
Faculty and contract administrative staff at all Ohio University campuses are eligible to submit proposals in any field of study. OURC discretionary awards are primarily for Group I and Group II faculty and full-time permanent contract administrative staff. Grants to Group III and Group IV faculty will be considered in exceptional cases. Contact the Chair of the OURC prior to submission of the application. 
Only those projects that are unique opportunities or emergencies qualify for funding.  It is incumbent upon the faculty member to present an argument that funding is needed immediately for a project that cannot be delayed and therefore funding cannot be sought through the competitive awards processes.  Because of the limited funds, an individual may only receive funding once every two years.
REVIEW AND EVALUATION/SELECTION CRITERIA 
Proposals will be reviewed by the Ohio University Research Committee Chair in consultation with representatives from the Office of the Vice President for Research.
PROPOSAL

Prepare a brief summary of the project.  The proposal must include:

· a brief description of the project, including the scope and projected outcomes
· a rationale about how the project presents a unique opportunity for the applicant or is an emergency 
· a proposed budget, with budget breakdown and justification.  
BUDGET
OURC Discretionary funding is limited to $500 and requires a 1:1 match from the department/school and or College.  
Funds may be requested for student wages, equipment, supplies, travel, and other bona-fide project expenses. Travel support for attendance at conferences, short courses, and symposia is not allowed.
