Athen’s Own
· Our meeting opened by chatting with the Athen’s Own team (Constantine, Kathy, Reed, Anastasia, and others whose names I have forgotten) about how we should manage our developing relationship.  Some of the main topics discussed were as follows.

· The goals of Athens Own as an enterprise that strives to educate the community about sustainable initiatives and how to implement some of these ideas by working with/creating networks with local businesses/organizations.  Some examples include:

· Offering volunteer food catering services to Stuart’s Opera House in Nelsonville as an attempt to stimulate more interest in the Arts and to support local business.  The restored venue was struggling and in attempt to increase attendance, Athen’s Own networked through Marietta Brewing Co./Bagel Street Deli to offer beer, food and coffee to the attendees.  

· Learning how to age cheese and beef, creating a market for these goods and then convincing local farmers to include production of these goods in their operation.

· Working with organizations such as SLO, OU Impressions and the school of business as a means of networking and pulling together common interests so that projects can be conducted at greater efficacy.

· How Athen’s Own and SLO can utilize each other’s knowledge base, resources and motivation to develop each respective party and the overall goal of increasing awareness/implementation of sustainable societies.
