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Advising Students in the Quarters-to-Semester

The Ohio University Board of Trustees gave
approval in October 2008 for the University
to begin a transition to semesters with the
goal of having a semester calendar in place in
the fall 2012. A Quarters-to-Semesters
Transition Team was assembled and charged
with providing recommendations on a
number of matters, including academic
advising of students in the transition period.

The Quarters to Semesters Transition Team
recognized the critical role that effective
advising and communication will play in
ensuring that students are fully informed
about the implications of the transition for
their academic experience and graduation
plans. Other institutions that have made a
successful calendar transition invested
resources in advising and communication so
that their students would not be
disadvantaged, and Ohio University will
follow their lead. The academic colleges and
regional campuses will be allocated
supplemental, one-time-only funds to cover
the costs of the additional advising that will
be necessary to meet the needs of students
during the transition.

In an effort to prepare for how we will advise
students about the conversion from quarters

to semesters, each college and regional
campus will develop an advising plan that
includes a description of how transitional
advising will be carried out and how it will
communicate with its students about the
transition to semesters. It is expected that
advising plans will be different because each
college and each regional campus
approaches advising in various ways.

All plans will ensure that every student will
have the opportunity for an individual
meeting with an advisor and be supplied with
a document specifying the courses that must
be taken to satisfy degree requirements
under a semester system. Programs and
courses are now being submitted to the
University Curriculum Council (UCC) for
approval through the curricular review
process, and once approved will form the
new curriculum for degree programs.
Colleges will be provided with a template for
the Transition Degree Completion Plan,
which may be modified to meet the specific
needs of a college or degree program.

In addition to the Transition Degree
Completion Plan, the primary tool for
advising students will be the semester DARS,
which will include the new semester course
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requirements and will contain information
about how students’ quarter courses convert
to semester courses.

Semester DARS will begin to be made
available in the Fall Quarter 2011 and
colleges will then begin the process of
advising students on how to complete their
degrees under the semester system. Colleges
can determine the advising process that best
suits its needs and the needs of its students.
Once a Transition Degree Completion Plan
has been completed and signed by the
student and the advisor, the completion of
the plan will be available in the student’s
electronic folder.

The University Academic Advising Council
(UAACQ), specifically the Quarters-to-

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Semesters Advising Task Force of
UAAC, will coordinate this initiative
and assist the colleges and regional
campuses as they develop their
plans. The task force will review and
ultimately approve all advising plans,
which are due November 17, 2010.
The task force will also collaborate
with the Center for Teaching and
Learning , the academic colleges,
and RHE to facilitate training for
transition advising. The Allen Student
Help Center will serve as a point of
information and referral for students
seeking general advice related to the
impact of the quarters-to-semesters
transition on their academic
experience and graduation plans.

Alternative Majors for

ES®idents Who Want to go
Efato Nursing

Ohio University's new nursing major is
successfully underway. While it is an
excellent choice for students who know they
want to go into nursing from the first day of
their college career, it can severely delay the
graduation of students who decide several
quarters into their Ohio University experience
that nursing is their field of choice. For
students who are determined to graduate
with a bachelor's degree in four years, but
would like to be a nurse, there are still good
options available at Ohio University.

Within the state of Ohio there are many
second degree or accelerated nursing
programs that accept students with a
bachelor's degree from any major. These
programs have specific prerequisites which
are often possible to attain simultaneously
with Ohio University degree requirements or
as electives augmenting a student's course
of study. Some of the majors that lend
themselves well to preparing a student for a
second degree program are:

* Psychology

* Social Work

* Hearing Speech and Language Science
* Community Health Services

* Health Service Administration

Some of the common pre-requisites for
Second Degree programs are:

* ENG 151

* CHEM 121 - 123

* PSY 101, 221, and 273

*SOC 101

* HCFN 128 (Nutrition)

* BIOS 130 and 131

Students should check with the program
they are considering to be sure they are
meeting all of the prerequisites for that
specific program. In addition to the
prerequisites listed above, some programs
require ANTH 101, CLWR 181, and BIOS
201, as well as additional courses from
psychology. Most programs require that
students have a 3.0 GPA from their first
bachelor's degree, and many of them are
competitive.

However, the second degree option gives
students the ability to stay at Ohio University
for the remainder of their college career,
study a subject they enjoy, earn a bachelor's
degree that offers many post-graduate
possibilities, and at the same time work
toward the nursing degree that they can
achieve after they graduate. Because they
only accept students who already have a
bachelor's degree, second degree programs
are much shorter than traditional bachelor's
degrees. They range from one to two years.

A higher demand for tutoring services spurred the creation of the Tutor Referral
system in January 2009. The Tutor Referral system quickly secures new tutors for a vast
number of courses.

With the new
program, the staff from Tutoring Services can conduct a search for new tutors in addition to
accessing any of the 234 tutors currently employed.

Life is about to get a bit easier for students
and their advisors, thanks to the university’s
new PeopleSoft student information system
(SIS).

Starting in summer 2011, all students will
have access to a personalized PeopleSoft
web page called “Student Center” that
allows them to view their current schedule,
change their address, register for classes,
track pending financial aid, view account
balances, and make payments. Student
Center also includes advisor contact
information, complete with a built-in form
that lets a student send a message to his or
her advisor without having to open a
separate e-mail program.

The new PeopleSoft SIS will offer advisors all
of the same features and capabilities they
currently have, plus several enhancements.
All of the online information an advisor
needs will be available from within

PeopleSoft's “Faculty Center.” Some
information will be provided directly by the
new system, and some will come via links to
existing OHIO online sources. Advisors also
will be able to use PeopleSoft to view their
advisees’ Student Center pages. This “I see
what you see” mode should prove quite
useful when helping students plan schedules.

The new system will go live for summer
quarter 2011. To achieve this target, some
parts will need to come online before then.
For example, Admissions begins processing
applications for the 2011 year during the
summer of 2010, so the pieces that relate to
the admissions process need to be ready by
then. Financial Aid will be the next module
to come online later that fall, with Student
Financials and Student Records following.

The Commuter Student Lounge

Space makes campus more like home for commuters

Developing a connection to Ohio University is
a challenge for any first-year student, but
commuter students face an additional
challenge because they don't live on campus.

This challenge was made easier in January
when the Commuter Student Lounge was
opened in Bromley Hall. The two-room
lounge, which is located on the mezzanine
level of Bromley Hall, provides study space,
computers, a television, couches and a
functional kitchen area for storing food.

Laura Chapman, assistant dean of University
College, is in charge of Commuter and Adult
Student Services (CASS), which aims to ease

the transition for all commuter students, but
specifically reaches out to first-year students.

CASS holds monthly lunches in the lounge
and provides a bulletin board in the lounge
for students to write and post messages for
other students. There is also a quarterly
CatChat newsletter that provides relevant
information to commuter students.

Chapman notes that, “the lounge gives them

a connection and often that's what is missing
for commuters."

Shana Snyder, a commuter student mentor,
said the lounge's biggest resource is having
the kitchen area to store lunches while going
to class.

Snyder, who commutes about 35 minutes
from Meigs County, said students can
typically be found in the lounge using
computers, napping on the couches, or
eating lunch. She said that although the
lounge never becomes too crowded, it still
provides a good place for commuter students
to connect with one another.

"We don't have dorms to go back to,"
explained Snyder. "So we made this like a
dorm to give commuters what other students
have."

For commuter students looking to join CASS
or use the new Commuter Student Lounge,
registration is free and can be completed by
visiting the University College office located in
Chubb Hall 140.
