Agenda Item #1: The March 3, 2006 minutes were approved with two corrections.
Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
Study Abroad
Coski presented one proposal from the committee.  The proposal, Office of Education Abroad Request for Full Implementation of Fee Policy, was to reinforce equal fee assessment on all programs that use the services of the Office of Education Abroad (OEA).  Coski stated that oversight of compensation for services provided by OEA was a concern when a student or students accompanied by faculty attend international conferences.  Perdreau stated that OEA maintains university wide day-to-day services and is positioned within the university to respond to emergencies for OU student abroad activities.  The services OEA provides are funded primarily through fees from participating students.  Perdreau stated that the College of Business had special arrangements for fees because the College provided some in house services but that arrangements needed to be worked out with the Global Leadership Center (GLC).  Following further discussion, Hale proposed that the proposal be tabled and more discussion should be held, and that the UIC members communicate to their Deans the issues presented and the facilities available through OEA.
International Travel Fund 
Holben stated that all seventeen applicants for the final round of the current budget period were funded.  The balance of $3378 going into this final round was allocated to the applicants.  Rota requested that the incoming ITF committee members do a formal proposal to increase funding for next year.

Boyd stated that 28 new International students arrived at OU for spring quarter.
