Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the March 5, 2004, meeting were approved following one correction.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Faculty Professional Travel:

Holben stated that the beginning balance for the March round was $16,723.  The committee received 22 applications.  The completion of decisions is pending.

Study Abroad:

Partyka brought two proposals to the council; both have been approved by the sponsoring department and college, and the committee.

From the Department of Modern Languages, Winter Intersession Study Abroad in Martinique, The French Caribbean.  This is a new winter intersession program and the first in a francophone country.  This is a home stay program for ten (10) upper division students with a focus on language, literature and culture.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

From the Department of Environmental and Plant Biology, Tropical Forest Ecology (Thailand).  Partyaka stated that this program has the same format as other programs that have been approved for Environmental and Plant Biology.  This is a fieldwork intensive program.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

International Linkages:

Romano introduced Gerry Krzic, Associate Director of External Projects at OPIE, who presented to council a very thorough description of OPIE’s International Training and Development (ITD) programs.  Krzic wanted to familiarize council members with the process that OPIE follows in preparing a proposal to be submitted to the committee and council.

Romano introduced a MOU from Chillicothe Campus,  Instituto Tecnológico de Monterrey Córdoba, Ver., México.  This MOU is just an agreement to develop joint collaborative programs.  It was noted that Southern Campus was also interested in participating in this agreement.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Luce stated that the committee had not met because it was still waiting on information to come out of the Provost’s task force.

Boyd stated that twenty-three (23) new international students enrolled for spring quarter, down thirty (30) students from spring quarter 2003.

Agenda Item #3:  Report from Associate Provost, International Programs

Rota announced that the Provost’s Task Force on International Programs is assembled.  The task force has sixteen (16) members with each College represented.  On July 31 the task force will submit a progress report to the new President and the final report is due November 15.

Rota asked Tadlock if OGS could make some assessment of international applications.  Tadlock presented some rough figures stating that previous records were not sufficient to produce informed comparisons.  Rota stated that OU has been lagging in international applications nationally for the last few years mostly due to a lack of recruitment.
