Luce convened the meeting at 12:10 pm. 
The January meeting minutes were reviewed and approved with minor changes.

Committee Reports:

International Travel Fund
The committee needs at least one more member (currently only 4 members).  Knee asked for volunteers or a nomination for someone to serve in the interim until the committee and UIC is restructured.  Gillian Ice volunteered.  There were 11 applications for the January deadline for the travel fund (1 withdrew, 2 disqualified, 8 eligible).
Internationalizing the Campus & the Curriculum 
The Task Force of four people (McDaniel, Sormaz, Li, and Marshall) presented an outline draft of the international linkages approval guidelines.  The task force wanted more time to revise their draft before it is provided in full to the council.  There was some discussion and clarification on the outline draft.  The task force will take all comments into consideration and will provide a full draft of the proposed guidelines at the next meeting.  
International Linkages  
Romano presented several proposals.  First was a revised MOU between Ohio University and The Center for Khmer Studies in Siem Reap, Cambodia.  The MOU was approved unanimously.  Secondly was a MOU between OU and the University of Cape Coast, Cape Coast-Ghana.  It was suggested that the wording be revised.  It read more like a letter of intent instead of an MOU.  The MOU was unanimously approved with revisions.  Three separate reports were presented for La Trobe University in Melbourne, Australia.  The old MOU, the updated, renewal MOU, and an activity report outlining accomplishments of the MOU.  The council appreciated the activity report.  It was very nice and helpful.  The updated, renewal MOU was approved unanimously.  
Study abroad
No committee report at this time.
Report by Associate Provost Josep Rota:
The provost has not approved the reorganization of the UIC yet.  Rota shared an internship convention papers from the Physics department.  The University Joseph Fourier in France wants to send a student for a couple of months to visit and do research under the supervision of a professor of Physics (not using OU financial resources).  This form was only for informational purposes only (not for approval).  This is more like a visiting scholar program.
Announcements:

Boyd reviewed numbers for enrollments that he presented at the January meeting and discovered that OU students that are not “on campus” as OU students (not physically on campus, but are enrolled or paying tuition here) were being counted.  The numbers are being worked out.
Boyd also pointed out an article on visiting professors that was posted on the Outlook.  It was an exchange scholar/visitor/researcher article.  The scholar/visitor/researcher can not return for 2 years if they have been here in the past.  There are a couple of solutions to get by this rule.  The scholars can be brought here short-term or they can maintain person as scholar for 5 years as if they are here (even if they go home).  Boyd cautioned that when you invite a scholar to come here, look at it carefully.  How long do you want them to be here?  6 months, 1 year, etc.
Marshall gave an update on the request from the engineering department to establish an exchange program with the University of Puerto Rico-Mayaguez from January’s meeting.  Puerto Rico is not a foreign country therefore an MOU would not be appropriate.  The proposal can not go through the council.
