Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The January 6, 2005 minutes were approved as submitted.
Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
Study Abroad
Coski presented one proposal from the committee.  The proposal, Pau Business Minor Program 2006, coming from the College of Business, was a change of site proposal.  The program is designed for students with a business minor with priority for those students majoring in retail merchandising, hospitality and sports management majors.  Following a brief discussion, no changes were recommended by the council.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

Coski introduced a suggestion from the SA committee that the UIC request President McDavis promote and endorse the ‘Year of Study Abroad’ for 2006, in conjunction with a national observance.  Council recommended that the SA committee provide the verbiage for the council to approve and present to President McDavis.  A request for some additional funding for study abroad could also be included in the request.  Hale recommended that the SA committee present to the March council meeting a finalized request to President McDavis.
International Linkages

Clodfelter presented two proposals to council for review and approval.  Schneider spoke for the first proposal, MOU between Taylor’s College, Malaysia and Ohio University.  The MOU is a first initiative that will move toward an American degree transfer program.  Taylor is a two year college and students requesting to transfer into OHIO will be admitted only after meeting OHIO’s admission requirements.  After discussion no changes were recommended.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
Grijalva spoke for the second proposal, Agreement Between Universidad Católica del Ecuador on behalf of their Biological Sciences Department and Ohio University on behalf of their Tropical Disease Institute and Program for International Development Studies.  This is a renewal agreement.  Grijalva presented to council a five page Statement of Progress describing the activities and accomplishments experienced during the current agreement.  Following discussion, one correction was recommended: at page 2, section 4, first line, change to read, “This agreement is entered into as of March 1, 2006.” Hale called for a vote with the correction.  The motion passed unanimously.
International Travel Fund 
Holben reported that the committee funded all 13 applicants from the last round.  The total amount awarded was $4570, with awards ranging from $250 to $373.  The next round of applications is due March 15; this is the last round for the fiscal year with a balance of $3022 to be awarded.
International Student and Faculty Services
Boyd distributed a report on International student enrollment for Fall 2005, stating that there was a decrease of 79 students from last year.  Several council members asked if international students receiving an OU degree abroad were included in the figures or would be in the future.  Boyd did not think they were but would investigate the matter.
Agenda Item #3:  Report by Associate Provost for International Programs

Rota informed the council of the restructuring of his dual position as CIS Director and Associate Provost for International Programs.  An interim CIS Director has been chosen and Rota will be occupying the Associate Provost Position full time. 
Rota requested council members to think over how OHIO should deal with outside service providers, which are typically for profit.  Rota suggested three considerations: should UIC have approval over agreements involving outside service providers; if yes, under what conditions; and how do we insure that our agreements are carried out in accordance with OHIO’s academic standards.  Rota said that this issue will be coming before council by next month.
Agenda Item #4:  Announcements and other business

Lucas announced that the Southern Campus provides an official travel service available to OHIO faculty and staff.  The travel service is partially staffed by Tourism majors at the Southern Campus.  Travel World can be reached by email at travelworld@ohio.edu.
