Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the January 10, 2003, meeting were approved.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Travel Fund:

Holben reported that the committee received six applications and funded five for a total of $1836, leaving a balance of $4421.

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Boyd stated that International Student and Faculty Services, Graduate Student Services and OPIE were all on SEVIS.  Everything was working but the batch reporting and once the system is hooked up with SIS, batch reporting should be operational. 

Study Abroad:

Partyka submitted one proposal from the Graphic Design Department, School of Art, Exploring Design and Culture Abroad, located in Amsterdam, for review and approval. This proposal was a change of site from previously approved proposals.  The study abroad proposal is intended to give students the opportunity to make contacts with professionials in their field. Travel will occur over spring intersession.  Partyka stated that the committee approved the proposal with some recommended budget changes. Luce asked if there would be a conflict with students’ final exams and the time period of the travel.  Partyka said the committee had questioned that point and will get reassurances from the program director that this will not be an issue for the students. Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

Partyka presented the second draft of the updated Risk Management Policy on Education Abroad Programs at Ohio University for discussion and comments. Luce asked what was new in this policy.  Partyka stated that the changes were primarily in format, making it easier to read and follow. Perdreau noted the “Your Path Abroad”, pre-departure orientation meetings, as noted in the policy, was initiated after 9/11.  Perdreau stated that these meetings are tailored to meet individual programs.  There was lengthy discussion over the chain of command and network of responsibilities under the “Evacuation Procedures” section.  Partyka stated that they would update the draft to reflect the council’s recommendations. A vote was called on the policy with the recommended changes.  The policy unanimously approved.  

International Linkages:

Romano presented the Ohio University – University of Leipzig Chemistry & Biochemistry at the Materials Interface (CBMI) Exchange Program Agreement for review and approval. Partyka asked if this agreement was an update from the 1999 agreement.  Rota stated that this was a specific exchange/research agreement that developed out of the 1999 agreement. A minor error was noted and corrected.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

Agenda Item #3:  Report from Associate Provost International Programs.

No report.

Agenda Item #4:  Vote on the revised description of the UIC by-laws. 

It was recommended that an International Student Union (ISU) representative be added as a statutory member of the UIC and included in the revisions. Under statutory membership, CSAC should be changed to read Classified Senate.  Hale recommended that the by-laws be adopted as amended.  The motion passed unanimously.
