Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the January 9, 2004, meeting were approved following one clerical correction.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Linkages:
Clodfelter, acting for the chair, presented a proposal from the College of Health and Human Services, Memorandum of Understanding between Beijing Sport University (BSU), Beijing, People’s Republic of China and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, United States for Offering the Executive Master of Sports Administration (EMSA) by Ohio University in China in collaboration with Beijing Sport University.  Clodfelter noted that this proposal received letters of support from the Dean of HHS and Associate Dean of the College of Business.  Clodfelter introduced Neiman and Li and they gave a brief history on how the proposal developed.  Hale asked what would occur if the minimum enrollment figure (30) was not met.  Neiman stated that the minimum enrollment was a financial minimum and BSU would have to deposit funds to cover the minimum enrollment no matter what.  Hale stated that the language should be clearer.  Li stated that this MOU was modeled after a College of Business proposal.  Rota questioned how the fee was structured.  Neiman stated that it would be higher than the resident rate.  Neiman clarified that OU would make decisions on admission, TOEFL and GMAT standards.  Neiman stated that if necessary, for an additional fee, English instruction could be conducted at BSU by OPIE.  Neiman stated that they hoped to have the agreement in place by June 2004.  In clarifying the program, it was stated that courses taught in China will be taught in English by OU faculty and Chinese faculty who hold degrees from US institutions.  The final segment of the program will be held at OU during Summer intersession.  Neiman stated that the Curriculum Council has reviewed the proposal and Graduate Council will be reviewing it.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Clodfelter presented a second proposal from the Contemporary History Institute, Memorandum of Understanding between the Contemporary History Institute, Ohio University, Athens, Ohio and The Forum for Contemporary History, Department of History, University of Oslo, Oslo, Norway.  Sharing of academic publications (Part III, A, 4,) was questioned; would this mean cooperative production or sharing access to libraries?  Clodfelter said she would get this clarified.  There were no further questions.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

International Faculty Professional Travel:

Holben was unable to attend but submitted the following report.  For the January 2nd deadline there were six applicants and all were funded for a total of $2,500.  Year to date, $4,975 has been awarded, leaving a balance of about $13,025, which reflects a decrease of $2000 from our typical base budget of $20,000.

Study Abroad:

Partyka presented a proposal from Modern Languages, Summer Study Abroad in Quebec.  Partyka stated that this was a 5-week French language immersion program and will offer elementary, intermediate and advanced levels of study.  Tadlock stated that it must be indicated that graduate students need to pay graduate tuition.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Partyka presented a second proposal from East Asian Studies in cooperation with the Office of Education Abroad, Ohio-Shandong Center in East Asia (OSCEA).  Partyka noted that this proposal is modeled after the Ohio-Leipzig European Center that was established in 2000.  Partyka stated that this was not a Chinese language program, courses would be taught in English, students would take a full course load, and although there is no OU sponsoring facility, there is an on going faculty review (by OU).  It was suggested that section C., 6., be corrected to read that only one member of the OU Board of Trustees participated in the 2000 site visit.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Luce stated that the committee was having problems scheduling.  Luce stated that the committee was calling on Deans to get an up date on the situation in colleges regarding

the committee’s goal and  they had found the statement on internationalization in the OU mission statement weak and would be focusing on that also.

Boyd distributed winter quarter reports on International student enrollment.

Agenda Item #3:  Report from Associate Provost, International Programs

Rota discussed some of the difficulties International students have faced in the past two years and some of the new obstacles they will be facing as they attempt to apply for visas and enter the US to study.  Rota expressed concern about the effect this will have on OU International student enrollment.

Agenda Item #4: Announcements and Other Business

Pae noted that an incident involving a third-party provider occurred fall quarter on OU’s campus.  Pae stated that an organization calling itself “International Student Volunteer” (ISV) held meetings at Baker Center.  The organization was transcripted by the University of Santa Barbara, California, but in January it was discovered that the University of Santa Barbara withdrew its association with ISV.  Pae stated that she wanted to alert everyone to the situation.
