Chair’s Report – No report
Luce mentioned that since Uijt De Haag is on sabbatical until June he needs to appoint someone to temporarily serve as chair for the Linkages committee until his return. Chris Thompson was nominated but he respectfully declined. Luce said that he will approach Ice to step in and fill the position if she is willing.

The minutes from the December meeting were approved with pending amendments.

SIMT Chair’s Report – No report - Weiner is away on business.  
Luce mentioned that Weiner is still accepting suggestions for the Strategic Plan document. Brian Bridges is in the process of writing portions on diversity and equity. Luce encouraged persons who have questions or concerns to contact Weiner so that a finished document can be presented for final review as soon as possible.

Sponsored Students Report
McCallum Beatty mentioned that there is a problem with a student who has fallen below the required number of credit hours stipulated by the college. She proposed that agreements for sponsored students with waivers from the Ohio University should include phrasing which requires that students meet the academic standards stipulated by the college. Schneider suggested that a draft statement can be developed and added into relevant UIC documents and future agreements. Luce said that he was not sure that this was a UIC issue; however the consensus of those present was to proceed with the proposed phrasing.

Committee Reports:

ITF Report
Adeyanju reported that the committee received five applications three of which were approved for the January cycle for travel in March and April, 2011.

Planning and Assessment – No report
Luce said that they were reviewing Intent to Plan documents via e-mail.

Study Abroad 
Marshall presented a proposal for Architectural Drawing in Rome. This is a 3 week summer program offered to Ohio University undergraduate students only. It is open to any student who has a studio based background and will commence this summer. Sponsorship is available for US citizens and permanent residents based on financial need. Sponsorship is also available to international students based on merit. Apiningtyas Hening (ISU) asked Marshall if she had a count of international applicants to the program. Catherine did not have a count at the time but said that she would have it at the next meeting. The proposal was approved as written.

Marshall also presented a MOU for Nanyang Technological University- Singapore and Ohio University (Student Exchange Program). McCallum Beatty mentioned that it should be clearly stated in the document that there will be Immigration support for incoming students, as it pertains to the J-1 Visa, as well as compliance with all immigration regulations. The MOU was approved as amended.
