Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The November 4, 2005 minutes were approved with one correction.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
International Linkages 

Clodfelter presented one MOU from the committee, Memorandum of Understanding between American University of Dubai, Dubai, UAE and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio.  Shostak spoke for the MOU stating that American University of Dubai (AUD) was about ten years old and had grown significantly.  AUD wants to open a new joint degree program in education and communication.  AUD would like OU’s assistance in the development of this degree.  The degree program would be an AUD degree.  Shostak stated that this is a new initiative and any joint degree programs would need additional presentation to council.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
Hale presented to council a revised agreement between Tsinghua University Center for Overseas Academic and Cultural Exchanges (TSUNGHUA) and Ohio University College of Business, and a revised MOU between Ohio University College of Business and International Management Education Center (IMEC).  IMEC will be facilitating a portion of the development and execution of the MBA program established under the TSUNGHUA and OHIO agreement.  The IMEC MOU was tabled at the November meeting.  Rangan spoke for the proposals. Rangan incorporated some of councils concerns into the IMEC MOU and clarified others through email communications.  Partyka asked if there would be someone from College of Business on location who speaks Chinese.  Rangan stated that there was a Chinese speaker who would be coordinating the agreement, but that it would be cost prohibitive to have someone on site for the full duration of the program.  The following changes to the TSUNGHUA and OHIO agreement were recommended: clarification under I., C., 3., a., that all participants would be participating in the MBA program; under I., D., 1., delete from the first line “the equivalent of”;  following after section I., F., re-letter next section “G” and the next section “H”; in section III., A., 3., Rangan will check if the term “act of God” is appropriate for OHIO and/or China; and on the signature page add an equivalent signature line from TSINGHUA to President Davis’ signature line. 

Hale asked council members if there were any questions regarding the relationship between OHIO, IMEC and TSUNGHUA. Following discussion, Hale concluded that council should move forward with the TSUNGHUA and OHIO agreement and that the IMEC MOU needed to go before OHIO Legal Affairs and treated as a separate issue.  Hale stated that council needed to determine how agreements dealing with outsourcing are presented to council and how such agreements are dealt with within council to protect OHIO.  A motion was put on the floor for a vote on the TSUNGHUA and OHIO agreement with corrections. The motion was seconded. The motion passed with twelve (12) yeas, three (3) nays and one (1) abstention.
International Travel Fund 
Holben reported that the committee received thirteen applications for the current round of funding. At present the fund has a balance of $7592.
(Council broke from the committee agenda to discussion of the December 2nd  meeting on restructuring of the UIC.  See Report by Associate Provost for comments.)
Study Abroad
Coski presented two items for the council’s review and approval.  The first item was a Study Abroad Proposal from Chillicothe, entitled Field Study in Italy, which will focus on art and early childhood education in Italy.  Council recommended the following: delete “Arts in Education” from the program title; under A., 8., change “Assistant Professor” to Program Director”; and reformat budget using OEA template.  Hale called for a vote with recommendations.  The motion passed with fifteen (15) yeas and one (1) abstention.

Coski presented a request from SAC, that all students going abroad are required to register with the US embassy before departure.  Coski stated that the SHARE Kenya program requires its students to register with the US Embassy.  Registration can be done on line and with no cost to the student. Coski recommended that this requirement be included in the revisions and updates for the Policy and Procedures for OEA.  A vote was called and unanimously approved.
International Student and Faculty Services
Boyd reported that for Winter quarter 25 new international students enrolled at OHIO, including three Fulbright fellows.
Agenda Item #3:  Report by Associate Provost for International Programs

Hale opened up the discussion on the minutes that were circulated for comments from the December 2nd special meeting on restructuring the UIC. Hale brought up one suggestion that two meetings be held per month, one for business and one for policy.  Some council members stated that if a monthly policy meeting was to be held an agenda would need to be established before meetings.  Others commented that there was no teeth to restructuring UIC or with the process so far.  Rota stated that the Deans’ Group has a document in place and he will take the minutes from the December meeting back to the Group.  The Deans’ Group will review the minutes and incorporate what they think is appropriate into their document and then put a proposal forward to the Provost.  This proposal will take the form of a motion to create a new standing committee and will follow the OHIO approval route – Provost, Faculty Senate and President.  Some council members questioned how appointments would be made under a new council.  Rota stated that the appointment process would be the same as it is now.  Rota stated that by authorizing UIC with additional power, council could set policy that would hold weight and be enforceable.
Hale suggested that council members do brainstorming during January and communicate their comments to her via email.  Hale stated that the restructuring of UIC would be on the February agenda and she will bring a summary of members’ comments to the meeting.
