Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The May 5, 2006 minutes were approved as submitted.
Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
Study Abroad
Coski presented one proposal to the council from the committee, MOU for a Student Exchange Program between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and Chubu University, Kasugai, Aichi, Japan.  Coski stated that this MOU would establish an additional study abroad student exchange at Chubu University.  This MOU provides for a one-for-one student exchange between OU and Chubu, with a maximum of two students per year, for a full academic year.  Perdreau noted that this program is not designed for language study but for academic coursework.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
International Linkages

Clodfelter presented three proposals from the committee.  The first proposal, Memorandum of Understanding between Division of Lifelong Learning, Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and The School of Continuing Education Tsinghua University, Beijing, PRC, was presented to council at an earlier meeting but some difficulties were noted by council.  It is now being presented as a true MOU for council’s approval.  The MOU will establish continuing education and lifelong learning collaborations between the two parties. Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
The second proposal, Memorandum of Understanding between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and The University of Cambodia, Phnom Penh and Siem Reap, Cambodia, is an initiate to establish a comprehensive plan for collaborations between the two institutions.  The collaboration could include faculty training, distance education, institutional development assistance, library cooperation, internship programs and other considerations. Hale call for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
The third proposal, Memorandum of Understanding between The Ministry of Education (MOE), Barbados and The Ohio University, USA, provides the initiative for collaboration on training and development, research, and student exchange between the two parties.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

International Travel Fund 
Holben stated that all summer applicants have been informed that as soon as the new budget is set up their awards will be processed.
