Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The May 6, 2005, minutes were approved with one addition.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
International Linkages 
Clodfelter presented three proposals for the council’s review.

The first proposal, MOU between Ohio University and Universidad Catolica de Honduras, Nuestra Senora Reina de la Paz, establishes an international rotation for third and fourth year College of Osteopathic medical students at The Caterina Hospital in San Pedro Sula, Honduras.  Following a review of the proposal, Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
The second proposal, Agreement for Academic Exchange between Ohio University College of Osteopathic Medicine and Pontifical Catholic University of Ecuador, a renewal agreement, was a replication of the original agreement.  Council discussed some procedural aspects of the proposal but no changes were proposed.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

The third proposal was an MOU between a private company and Ohio University, Universal Knowledge Solutions (UKS), located in Dubai, United Arab Emirates and Ohio University. Clodfelter stated that UKS would be assisting OU with recruiting in the Region (Middle East and North Africa).  Rota stated that the MOU does not seem to require Council approval as it is engaged in student recruitment but was presented as a point of information.  Council members discussed two listings under the “Scope of Understanding” that referred to recruitment of local faculty and Arabizing non-credit certificates and training programs, and the use of confidential over proprietary.  Rota stated that if the MOU was expanded with degrees and course offerings in the future, it would have to come before Council for approval and require OU President’s signature.  Hale called for a vote on the motion as it was presented by the committee.  The motion passed with three abstentions.
Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum

International Travel Fund 
Holben stated that the committee was waiting on the new budget figures before awarding July 1 travel requests.
Study Abroad
Partyka had one proposal to present to Council.  The proposal, Comparative Study of Shrinking and Growing Cities in Germany and Ohio: Graduate Student Collaboration, Ohio University and University of Leipzig, was part of a winter graduate seminar class that would do preliminary travel to Germany for research purposes.  Partyka stated that the German contacts would communicate in English and therefore an additional language was not a requirement.  Council members noted that the primary Professor on the proposal will be leaving OU and it was recommended that the proposal be tabled until a new Professor would be assigned.

Rota proposed a motion to nominate Hale for another term as UIC Chair.  The motion was seconded and approved.
