Luce convened the meeting at 12:10 pm.
The November minutes were discussed and approved as written.
Bylaws discussion:

Luce introduced the newest draft of the bylaws and explained the changes that have been made since the last meeting.  He suggested that we move on approving this draft and then work on the definitions of the subcommittees at a later date.  Knee suggested naming the International Travel committee the International Travel Fund committee to ward off any confusion.  Luce clarified the intent of the Planning and Assessment Committee after Seefeldt West raised slight concern.  Rota proposed that if the bylaws were approved that we would then work on the four subcommittees to clarify their function next to be included in the bylaws as an addition.  Marshall moved that the bylaws be approved as amended.  Clodfelter seconded the motion.  They were unanimously approved as amended.  
Report from Associate Provost for International Affairs

Rota announced that Luce and his MIS class will be creating a form to start analyzing the international programs and report the activities of the success of international partnerships, etc.  The form would be on the internet and a report would be created each year.  Luce asked the council to please send any suggestions regarding content to him as soon as possible.  Ballard asked if there was a way to keep it uploaded and current so that they could learn about the programs as they are happening instead of after they are completed.  Seefeldt West asked if a recruiting element could be added to the form/website.  
Clodfelter also mentioned that there was a link on the UIC website to all the linkages that are currently in place.  It is being updated as we speak and will continue to change.
Rota also complimented Brunton for the note taking and website work.  Brunton announced that if anyone saw anything on the websites that need to be updated to please email her with the changes and/or suggestions.
Rota reported on the University System of Ohio and the work that Chancellor Fingerhut and Governor Strickland are doing.  The Board of Regents have three goals:

· Increase international student enrollment by two-thirds
· Increase the number of Ohio residents that study abroad--goal is to double the number of those that are currently studying abroad
· Ohio students in grades k-12 to learn a foreign language
The University System of Place proposal is to be ready by March 1, 2008.
Committee Reports:

International Travel Fund

Knee stated that a second memo has been sent to the Provost to request funding.  Knee also had an email sent out to chairs and directors to let them know about the change of deadline.  The January deadline is approaching next week.

Study Abroad

Ballard presented the proposals for the committee.  First was the study abroad proposal titled SPIRE-The Spin Triangle: Study Abroad Hamburg.  Marshall clarified some concerns and then the proposal was approved.  Second was the Professional Counseling Student Australian Educational Program proposal.  Ferrier noted some grammatical changes before the proposal was approved as revised.  Next was the Brazil proposal, which was approved unanimously.
Linkages
Clodfelter presented the letter of intent for IQS.  There was some discussion on letters of intent and when it is appropriate for the council to see them.  For the time being, Clodfelter will continue to send letters of intent to the council for approval.
Letter of intent between OHIO and Nanjing University was presented next.  Dr. Hong Cheng was present to answer any questions regarding the intent between the universities.  Dr. Cheng stated that he thought that there would definitely be some interest for faculty and/or student exchanges.  The council looks forward to seeing MOUs from Dr. Cheng.
Luce asked if anyone had any additional announcements or comments.
