Clodfelter shared some numbers of partnerships that are in the database currently.  It depends on how you look at the categories as to how many partnerships the university is committed to at the time.  
The group decided on sorting the partnerships into the following categories:  Student Mobility, Faculty Mobility, and Resource Exchange.  There some other slight discussion on the exact data needed.
