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Guest:
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Hale opened the meeting at 1:15.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the November 1, 2002, meeting were approved with corrections.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Linkages:

Romano presented two agreements for review and approval.

The China Northern Jiaotong University (CNJU), the Chinese Academy of Railway Sciences (CARS) and Ohio University (OU) agreement was presented following UIC members’ email discussion over the agreement, and approval by the committee.

Hale noted that there was a number of questions raised over email and asked if all of the questions had been addressed.  Pay stated that Kiefer’s responses clarified a lot but she was still concerned with the number of students involved and the logistics of processing them.  Tadlock voiced similar concerns and added that as stated, the students would be receiving admission notices before their applications would be processed.  Tadlock also voiced concern over the processing of these applications during the peak application period.  Day stated that he will communicate to CNJU that they will need to provide the COB with potential applicants now, in order to coordinate the processing of CNJU applications with the Office of Graduate Student Services.  Rota stated that in Section D, 1, a, first sentence, the word “should” needed to be replaced with “must”.  Rota also stated that the wording in Section D, 1, e, could be misinterpreted by prospective students that they would automatically get a visa, when this is at the discretion of the US Consular. Romano suggested that in Section D, 1, d, more elaboration was necessary as to who would be making decisions. Hale called for a vote on the agreement with the newly introduced changes.  The motion passed unanimously.

Romano presented The Cooperative Agreement between the Center for Ring Theory and its Applications Ohio University, Athens, OH and The Center of New Information Technologies, and the Department of Algebra Moscow State University, Moscow, Russia, as recommended by the committee.  Hale asked for a clarification in Section IV, between “home Center” and “Center” and which would be paying for travel and expenses.  Romano stated that OU will pay on the initial visit.  Fisher noted that the responsibility for future reviews of this agreement needed to be more specific; it was unclear if the Math Department or the council would be responsible.  Clodfelter stated that what appeared in the agreement was the standard language, but the committee will review this.  Hale called for a vote on the agreement.  The motion passed unanimously

Study Abroad:

Partyka presented a proposal for Global Learning Community (GLC), Global Learning Community “Joint Consulting Project” (Part II of GLC 202 “Business and Communication in Transitional Societies”), as a two week internship program with merely a change of sight from a standard format approved by council several years ago.

Partyka noted that this proposal was being presented after the internship program was completed.  Several members discussed implications of late submissions for review, including time constraints put on the Study Abroad Committee, the concerns over legal responsibility of OU and the safety issue for students.  Hale stated there would be no vote on the proposal as the proposed project had already taken place. 

International Travel Fund:

Holben reported that the committee received 5 or 6 applications for this round of travel funding and the committee would be reviewing those applications soon.

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Rota spoke for the committee and presented international enrollment figures for Fall 2002 along with comparison figures on selected countries from fall 1996 through 2002.  Rota stated that the obvious change has been the large increase in students from India and decrease in students from China.

Agenda Item #3:  Review of proposed changes to the UIC by-aws.  

Three administrative changes were noted: under Membership, para. 3, change “International Faculty and Student Services” to “International Student and Faculty Services”; under Charge, # 2., change  “International Faculty Professional Travel” to “Faculty International Professional Travel”; and under Operational Procedures,  para. 4, #3, change “International” to “Internationalizing”. 

Partyka initiated discussion on how proposals are tracked once they are approved.  Three concerns were discussed: who informs the originating individual or department of the councils decision; how are UIC proposal changes passed onto the proposal’s originator and then checked for inclusion into approved proposal; and who receives copies of completed proposals.  Clodfelter stated that she handles most aspects of all three concerns.  Hale postponed further discussion and a vote on the proposed bi-law revisions to the February meeting.
