Luce convened the meeting at 1:10 pm.  
The minutes from the May meeting were discussed first.  They were approved as written.
Discussion of the Senior International Management Team (SIMT)

Luce took the ideas from UIC at last month’s meeting to the SIMT team.  They agreed but would like to add a letter within the process to inform the faculty member of the status of the agreement.  He then announced that there was a retreat planned for both UIC and SIMT for this fall on September 18th at The Ridges.  The retreat has been added to everyone’s calendars.  Weiner then stressed that he really would like to see UIC empowered and that this was a great opportunity.

Ice asked for clarification on the process of an MOU.  Luce said that was still being developed and he would really like for the council to think about the process over the summer and what would be best for all involved.
Committee Reports:

Planning and Assessment

No report at this time.
International Travel Fund

Beamish announced that there were 14 applicants for the May cycle with $7,360.  There was one exception the committee wanted to get the council opinion’s one.  There was an applicant from the March cycle who was scheduled to attend a conference in Tokyo.  She arrived in California before she found out her conference was cancelled.  The council decided that she should receive her funding to help cover expenses.
Study Abroad

Ballard presented a change of site proposal for an International Collaborative Consulting Project (GLC) Nha Trang University (Vietnam) program.  Emery provided some background information before the proposal was approved in full.
Linkages
Uijt de Haag presented MOU between Yarmouk University and OHIO.  He announced that the language has been toned down and the dollar amounts were included in the addendum.  The scholarship will be determined each year and will be included in writing with the agreement.  With a few minor changes to the paragraph order, the agreement was approved as amended.   

The Agreement on Scientific Cooperation between the University of Jordan and OHIO and the Arab Group represented by Al-Faisal International Academy was presented next.  Tadlock brought up the issue of the formal certificate using the OHIO logo.  It was suggested that the legal services office be asked for advice for future language and procedures involving logos.  Weiner suggested that the last part of the sentence is deleted for the time being.  The agreement was then approved as amended.
Weiner asked Ballou to please research the logo topic and report to the committee this summer if possible.
Clodfelter presented a document to the council as the first draft for suggested language to incorporate into proposed Ohio University Memoranda of Understanding.  Tadlock asked about adding a category for boiler point degree admissions information.  Luce asked the group to please forward all suggestions or additions to Clodfelter.
Luce then stated that we need to start thinking about converting to semesters.  He also announced that Ballou will be retiring and Jarvis will be stepping down from his position with Chris Thompson replacing him.  Luce then announced that the chair for UIC for the next academic year needs to be elected.  The council voted unanimously to elect Thom Luce as chair for 2009-2010.

Weiner thanked Brunton and Clodfelter for their help throughout the year.
