Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the May 7, 2004 meeting were approved.
Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Linkages:
The committee brought four proposals to the council.

Diggle spoke for the Memorandum of Understanding between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, United States and Hankuk University, Seoul, Korea.  Diggle stated that this MOU was a skeletal framework for further cooperative research and educational exchanges.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Shostak spoke for the Memorandum of Understanding between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and Beijing Institute of Graphic Communication, Beijing, China.  Shostak stated that there had been a previous agreement between OU and BIGC, an English language program, which expired.  For this agreement, BIGC is interested in the areas of graphic design and journalism.  Shostak stated that BIGC is not an upper tier school in graphics and printing but it is trying to upgrade. In the council’s discussion the following points were noted: BIGC was a mediocre institution in China, between a technical school and a university; there were problems with BIGC during the past agreement and OU students were not pleased with the institution; it would be more appropriate for the MOU to focus on undergraduate activities and eliminate the inclusion of graduate programs; and, if the MOU goes forward, the OU departments involved need to demonstrate approval of the agreement.  Shostak stated that he would return the MOU to council taking into consideration council’s recommendations.
Krzic spoke for the renewal of the Memorandum of Understanding between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and Musashi University, Tokyo, Japan. Clodfelter had informed council members that the committee had not reviewed this proposal but provided members with a question and response sheet between the committee and OPIE covering the previous agreement and considerations for the new agreement.  Krzic stated that this program allows OU students to study Japanese culture in Japan without a language requirement.  All classes taught at Musashi are taught in English by Japanese instructors.  Musashi exchange students study English while attending OU, either during summer session or in a full academic year program.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
Clodfelter presented Tiao Chang’s proposal, Establishment of a Collaborative Project for Research and Education with Feng Chia University.  Clodfelter stated that the intent of the proposal was to bring a visiting scholar or graduate student to OU to do research work with Chang.  It was noted that a lapsed MOU with FCU has been renewed but this project would not affect that MOU.  The council questioned if council’s approval was necessary or should the presentation of this project provide just a point of information. (See following paragraph on resolving ‘point of information’ as apposed to official signatory approval).  As Rota’s signature line was included on the proposal it was decided that council’s approval was necessary.  Clodfelter noted that the committee recommended three corrections:  increase the budget to reflect more realistic costs; specify that only one person will participate at a time; and state that there will be mutual agreement between OU and FCU on the individual participant.  Hale called for a vote on the proposal with corrections. The motion passed unanimously.
In order to address the issue of what type of international proposal requires UIC approval versus presentation to council for information purposes only, the following motion was presented for a vote: That Rota and Clodfelter will put together procedures and construct a form to address under what circumstances and who, needs to submit to council for council’s consideration.  The motion was passed unanimously. 
Study Abroad: 
Partyka presented two proposals for council’s review and approval.
Partyka noted that the proposal submitted from COM, SHARE Kenya-Ohio (Student Health Awareness-Rural Experience in Kenya), has been in existence since 1994 and was now being put into proper format.  Under a formalized plan medical students go to Kenya and work in rural medicine.  This four week, winter intersession program now has an official updated budget through Education Abroad.  One typo was noted on page 3, third line from the bottom, changing “relation” to “relaxation”.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.
Partyka presented the Introduction to the Galapagos Islands Natural History proposal sponsored by the Department of Biological Sciences and the Tropical Disease Institute.
This is a graduate/undergraduate intensive 9 or 10 day program that will explore and observe the ecological habitats of the Galapagos Islands.  Questions were presented regarding clarification of budget items.  Hale called for a vote contingent on clarification of budget items.  The motion passed unanimously.
International Travel Fund

Holben was unable to attend but submitted a brief report. The committee will be meeting during finals week to discuss this round’s travel awards.
Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum

No report.

Agenda Item #3:  Report by Associate Provost for International Programs

Rota stated that the Provost Task Force on International Programs has not met.  Rota did meet with President McDavis and the deadlines set for the task force will be extended.
Tadlock reported on graduate admissions. Domestic admissions are approximately the same as last year but international admissions are only 50% of last year. Pae stated that international undergraduate applications seem to be stable
Rota initiated a motion to recommend to Faculty Senate that Hale continue as UIC chair. The motion was seconded and unanimously approved. Rota stated that three members will need to be replaced because their terms will expire.  
Agenda Item #4:  Announcements and other business
Romano suggested Blackboard as a possible site for posting UIC information and agreed to look into this.

Agenda Item #5: Approval for summer proposal review and voting

Rota proposed that if a summer meeting or meetings were needed, a quorum could consist of UIC members who are present and that a meeting can be conducted via email.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.
