Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the May 2, 2003, meeting were approved.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Faculty Professional Travel:

Holben reported that the committee received and reviewed 17 applications for the summer travel awards.  The committee awarded $200 to each of the 17 applicants for a total of $3400.   Current balance is $12,000 for the remaining four rounds, pending budget approval.  

Study Abroad:

Perdreau presented one proposal for the Global Learning Community, ​Global Learning Community “Joint Consulting Project” (Part II of GLC 202 “Business and Communication in Transitional Societies”).  Perdreau stated that this was an ongoing program and this proposal would involve travel to Thailand over winter intersession.  Council commented on discrepancies in the budget, Perdreau stated that she would pass the Council’s comments on to GLC.  Hale called for a vote.  The proposal was unanimously approved.

International Linkages:

Rota presented for the committee.  The first motion presented was the Memorandum of Understanding between Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA and The Open University, UK.  The MOU was carried over from the May meeting. Shostak was present to respond to council’s questions regarding this MOU.  There was considerable discussion on the marketing aspect, ownership of online course structure, which institution assigns course credit (if and when course credit would be assigned), and individual faculty, department or college participation. Several changes were recommended. In the first line of the MOU it was recommended that “a formal relationship” be changed to “an alliance”.  Shostak explained that activity 1 (of paragraph 4), could be placed in an addendum, as its emphasis was part of the marketing aspect of the MOU. Council members viewed activities 2 and 3 (of paragraph 4) as addressing the same issue and recommended that these items be combined. Council also recommended that the following line from page 2 be added under activity 2, as 2a: “Ownership of jointly developed materials will be determined prior to the start of any such development.”  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Rota presented the second motion, ​Memorandum of Understanding Between the Universidad Nacional de Cuyo and Ohio University.  The Council recommended several changes.  In the first paragraph of the MOU it is necessary to clarify that the agreement is between the College of Fine Arts, Ohio University and the Faculty of Fine Arts and Design, Universidad Nacional de Cuyo not a University wide agreement.  In the third provision the following changes were recommended: add, “and University International Council, Ohio University” after “…Universidad Nacional de Cuyo”; and, change “15 days” to “30 days”.  In the sixth provision several recommendations and accommodations were discussed:  change the length of the program from “one (1) year” to “five (5) years”, but if this could not be negotiated then one year was acceptable because future specific agreements will be for five years; change the time notification for rescinding the MOU from “thirty (30) days” to “one (1) year”, but Council was willing to accept 30 days; and, insert the following statement, “Renewal is contingent on successful assessment of the program”.  A signature line for the Dean of Fine Arts, OU, and the counterpart in Argentina needs to be added to the agreement. Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously with the recommended changes.

Rota presented the third motion, Memorandum of Understanding between Universitas Kristen Maranatha, Bandung, Indonesia and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio USA.  Three corrections were recommended: change “associateship” to “assistantship” at all placements in the MOU; at page 1, II, insert, “to be eligible for assistantship the person must meet OU requirements for a teaching assistantship”; and, at page 1, II, line 2 and 3, it needs to state clearly that only one student will be filling this position.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously with the recommended changes. 

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Luce stated that he had been requesting nominations for the committee from Deans, and has successfully recruited six members from various colleges.  Luce noted that he is working on recruiting three additional members.  The committee will try and meet this summer.

Agenda Item #3:  Report from Associate Provost International Programs.

Rota requested Council to approve, for the summer, that any number of available Council members would constitute a quorum, either at a meeting or through email, in order to deal with emergency issues.  Hale called a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

Agenda Item #4: Announcements and other business.

Rota announced that the first meeting for the fall quarter would be held on Friday, September 12, from 1:00 to 2:00 PM, and would be limited to action items.

Rota proposed that Hale be reappointed as Council Chair. The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
