Meeting Minutes
June 4, 2010

Luce convened the meeting at 1:10 pm.  

The minutes from the May meeting were discussed first.  They were approved as written.

Discussion of the Bylaws 
There were a few changes in the operational procedures and the membership composition of the bylaws.  Luce explained the minor changes and fielded any questions.  It was decided to have the chair of the Senior International Management Team be a non-voting member.  

SIMT Chair’s Report
Weiner opened the floor for questions and comments.  There was some discussion about the SIMT report and happenings.    

Committee Reports:

Planning and Assessment
Luce reported that they are doing some work on the Intent to Plan documents so that they can be completed electronically.

International Travel Fund
Luce reported that there twenty-one applicants for the May ITF cycle.  Nineteen awards were distributed for an amount of $132 each.  Luce suggested possibly approaching the EVP & Provost for additional funding.  Weiner questioned why we have six cycles with smaller pots of money when we could award larger amounts to fewer people.  Ice suggested re-appropriating the money so that there is more available during the summer months opposed to other cycles.  Luce asked Ice to help work on a plan for redesigning the funding and requirements for qualifying for ITF awards.  Weiner suggested one cycle a year with conference participation not eligible.  The committee will work on a new funding and distribution plan in the fall.



Study Abroad
Marshall presented the Affiliation Agreement between International Studies Abroad and Ohio University.  It was approved as written.

Marshall shared an unusual circumstance that was brought to her regarding a photojournalism graduate student receiving funding to travel to Afghanistan to take pictures in a war zone imbedded with troops for his dissertation.  He has been awarded funding from the VP for Research office.  Marshall voiced concern and wanted the council to be aware of the situation.  Everyone on the council agreed that there are misconceptions across campus regarding international travel.  Weiner will bring it to the Provost’s attention immediately and request a policy be written addressing international travel by all students.  Marshall and Weiner are meeting with the graduate student in question on Monday and will talk about safety concerns.

Linkages
Clodfelter presented the Cooperative Agreement between OHIO and Chubu University first.  The MOU and its addendums were approved with slight changes.

The Agreement on Scholarly Cooperation between the University of Bayreuth in Bayreuth, Germany and OHIO was discussed next.  With only a few slight changes, it was approved as amended.

The MOU of the Global Consulting Program between OHIO and University of Economics in Bratislava, Slovakia was presented last. Marshall voiced concern about this MOU involving students and it not being reviewed by the SAC.  Any agreement involving students should go through SAC first.  The council decided that this proposal should be a study abroad proposal.  It has been withdrawn from consideration and sent back to the originator.      

Luce announced that since this was the last meeting of the year, then a UIC chair should be elected.  Clodfelter nominated Thom Luce with Marshall seconding the motion.  Given a unanimously vote, Luce was elected chair for the 2011-2012 academic year.

Luce asked for any other announcements or business.  

The meeting adjourned at 2:58 pm.
