Luce convened the meeting at 1:10 pm.  

The minutes from the February meeting were discussed first.  They were approved with few minor changes or additions.

Luce announced that there were a team of doctors that left to go to Haiti a few weeks ago and prior to their departure, an MOU was approved by bypassing the UIC due the time constraint.  Luce asked the Provost for an exemption to this procedure this time.

Marshall shared updates from the Risk and Emergency Reserve recommendation.  They have been shared with the SAC committee and they are anticipating sharing them with SIMT by April.

SIMT Chair’s Report
Weiner announced that the Global Leadership Center will be reporting to the Center for International Studies effective July 1, 2010.  SIMT is moving along with the approval process for MOUs.  The SIMT has also discussed the institutional needs for international planning.  The Park Place renovations are in discussion.  Construction is set to start in April with move-in planned for mid December.  Weiner also asked that the minutes from the SIMT meetings be distributed to the UIC members prior to their meetings.

ISFS Report
McCallum Beatty shared information about Learning Communities in regards to a discussion she had with Wendy Merb-Brown about a community for international students.  They are debating whether to strongly recommend or require international students to participate in a Learning Community.  They are offering two courses now (one with OPIE and one with the GLC), but are looking at expanding to other areas.  Weiner voiced concern about having a Learning Community of international students only.  He believes they should be integrated as soon as they get to the OHIO campus.  McCallum Beatty asked for feedback on the ‘strongly recommend or require’ language.  Most council members like the strongly recommend language.  McCallum Beatty will be meeting with Merb-Brown again in the near future to discuss some of the issues that UIC raised and also how to implement a program that is beneficial to the students.

McCallum Beatty raised an issue about our insurance coverage and repatriation in place currently.  

Committee Reports:

Planning and Assessment

There are eleven applicants for the March ITF cycle.  The committee will be reviewing them soon and making decisions on awards.  

Study Abroad
Ballard presented the Brazil:  Portuguese Language and Culture proposal.  After some discussion, it was approved as written.

Linkages
Uijt de Haag presented the MOU between OHIO and Universiti Teknologi Mara in Malaysia first.  The council suggested that the legal department look at the agreement to approve the confidentiality statement.  Once legal has approved the language, the Council voted to approve it. 

The MOU between OHIO and Universitas Indonesia in Indonesia was presented next.  It was approved as amended.

The MOU between Nanyang Technological University and OHIO was presented next.  With some discussion, it was approved as written.

Clodfelter presented an MOU between the Ministry of Higher Education in Malaysia and OHIO. There were some slight changes before it was approved as amended.

An Ohio Business Summer Institute agreement between OHIO and China-US Education Bridge Foundation was presented by Clodfelter next.  It was approved as amended.

The MOU between OHIO and The Arab Group represented by Al-Faisal International Academy was discussed next.  Weiner gave some background on the MOU.  The agreement was approved as written.

The meeting adjourned at 2:58 pm.
