Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the February 6, 2004, meeting were approved following one clerical correction.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Linkages:

Romano presented an agreement between Da-Yeh University (DYU), Cinwan Cultural and Education Foundation (CCEF), Taiwan, and Ohio University (OU) that would establish a graduate program in business administration.  Keifer, who developed the agreement, stated that this program would accommodate between thirty and forty Taiwanese students who would start the program in Taiwan and complete the program with a final quarter at OU.  Kiefer stated that all the students should have taken a TOEFL prior to beginning the program, but if not, arrangements would be made with OPIE to administer the TOEFL and this statement would be added to the agreement.  Additionally, three corrections were recommended.  A sentence stating that the participating students will have to obtain a visa should be added following paragraph 2. of section I., A.  In section I., D., 2., a., first line, the word ‘should’ needs to be changed to ‘must’.  In the same section, at paragraph e., the following needs to be added “, but recognizes that the decision to grant visas rests solely with the US Consulate.”  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously noting the four changes.

International Faculty Professional Travel:

Holben was unable to attend.  No report.

Study Abroad:

The committee had no proposals to present.  

Mould presented a preliminary proposal to the council that would create an exchange program between Bush Radio in South Africa and OU.  After some discussion Partyka suggested Mould send her the proposal and the budget.

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Luce was unable to attend but submitted a report.  The committee met with Rota at their last meeting.  As the Provost will be organizing a task force to study international efforts on campus, the committee will wait to see how its efforts could complement rather than duplicate the efforts of the task force.  Rota stated that the task force would be meeting in the near future.

Agenda Item #3:  Report from Associate Provost, International Programs

Rota presented information on the change in the number of International students applying and attending US universities.  Rota stated that fewer international students were taking the GRE and there was a decrease in applicants from China and India, countries that previously had the highest percentage of international students attending US universities.  Rota stated that difficulties in obtaining a visa in certain countries and problems with the SEVIS system were contributing to the decline of international students at US universities.
