Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The February 4, 2004, minutes were approved.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
International Linkages:  
Clodfelter presented the Memorandum of Understanding and Terms of Agreement between Ohio University and Beijing Institute of Petrochemical Engineering for Master of Science in Engineering with a Specialization in Engineering Management as proposed by the Russ College of Engineering and Technology.  The council agreed to table the proposal pending review by Graduate Council and Board of Regents, and recommended a list of revisions.  The changes are as follows: section III, first line, change “the University” to “Ohio University”; section IV, a., include “who meet all criteria in Section VII”; section IV, e., need to include that agreement is in effect for 5 years, using the standard language for MOUs; section VI, a., need to indicate who is paying for OU representatives air fare; section VIII, indicate in first paragraph who will be paying for application fees and SEVIS fees; section VII, need to make the last line of paragraph consistent with section VIII, d., regarding personal interviews by OU faculty; section VIII, a., need to indicate that transcripts and other documents provided to OU will be “official” documents; section VIII, e., add that OU does not guarantee visa; section X, line 2, delete the word “enhancing”  with a recommended replacement of “ implementing”; and clarify if students will be studying solely in China or attending OU.
Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum

Luce distributed to council members a copy of the executive summary from the Task Force on International Programs which has been sent to the Provost.  Luce recognized and thanked Hale for pulling together the large volume of information collected by the task force and producing the executive summary.
International Travel Fund: 
No report.

Study Abroad:
Partyka was unable to attend but provided updated information across email on three proposals approved with corrections at the February UIC meeting and two new proposals.  Coski substituted for Partyka.
The Student Exchange Program Between Ohio University and Chiang Mai University, approved at the February meeting following corrections, was corrected and moved forward for signatures.

The Botswana HIV/AIDS Program, previously approved at the February meeting with corrections, was re-presented with corrections.  One additional correction was noted: to insert at section C, line 20, following (an interdisciplinary program…………..Center for International” the word “Studies”.
The Scholar and Student Exchange Agreement with Ohio University School of Music and the University of Bergen Grieg Academy, approved at the February meeting with corrections, was presented to council for final review.  Council recommended additional revisions.  The added revision are:  page 1, at SCHOLAR EXCHANGES, first paragraph, delete two sentences beginning “A scholar shall be enrolled……” and “Any academic credit earned…….”; page 1, under SCHOLAR EXCHANGES, define ‘scholar’; page 2, change heading “ACCOMMODATIONS FOR STUDENTS” to read “STUDENT EXCHANGES” and define ‘student’ in this section; page 2, change heading “”FACULTY, STAFF AND STUDENTS” to read “FACULTY AND STAFF EXCHANGE”; page 2, under new heading FACULTY AND STAFF EXCHANGES, delete bullets and format as paragraph, including a change to the first line, “faculty, staff or student’ to read “faculty and staff”, and adding the following “Exchange faculty and staff arrangements are made on a case by case basis.”
A new proposal, The Kenyan Grandparents Study: A Human Biology Field Research Opportunity, was presented.  Several grammatical corrections were noted: A., 8., in two places change ‘forth’ to ‘fourth’; C., 2., last paragraph, change ‘”quite” to “quiet”; and C., 9., change “caries” to “carries”.  Council also asked for a definition of medical/graduate student, under A., 8., and B., 1.  Hale called for a vote with corrections and clarifications.  The motion passed unanimously.
The second new proposal, Retail Design – A Critical View toward Regionalism and International Branding in the Built Environment, was presented.  Following discussion on the objectives and research approach of the proposal, Hall called for a vote.  The proposal passed with one abstention.
