Hale convened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The April 1, 2004, minutes were approved with one correction.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports
International Travel Fund: 
Holben was unable to attend the meeting but submitted a report to the council.  The next deadline is May 15 for travel between July 1 and September 30.  The committee is waiting on notification of the budget for the next fiscal year.
International Linkages:  
The Beijing Institute of Petrochemical Engineering MOU was returned to council (tabled at the March 4 council meeting pending review by Graduate Council and Board of Regents, and UIC recommended revisions).  Clodfelter stated that requested clarifications and changes were made along with additional changes proposed by IMSE faculty.  Council members posed additional concerns regarding stated minimum enrollment, fees included in the cohort fee, sufficient time to have the program up and running by fall 2005, and clarification of the degree title. The IMSE faculty present satisfactorily responded to council members questions.  Several additions were recommended: section V., e., in the third sentence, add “academic” before “fees”; section VII., add to the last sentence, “at least” before “2 or 3 years of professional experience” and include the “GRE” as one of the admission requirements; and add a signature line for BIPE’s counterpart to OU’s faculty administrator and possibly add signature lines for BIPE and OU Deans.  Hale called for a vote with suggested amendments.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Clodfelter presented an agreement between Tianjin University of Technology (TUT), Tianjin, China and Ohio University.  A Master of Finance Economics (MFE) will be offered by OU’s Department of Economics at TUT.  The council recommended some clarifications and additions:  in the first paragraph change “2006 calendar year” to “ 2005-06 academic year”; under I., A., 4., specify the number of TUT faculty that will be employed by OU; at I., A., 7., change “University” to “Ohio University”; at I., E., 2., update the minimum IELTS score to “7.0”; at I., F., 3., a., line six, delete the word “short-term”; at I., H., 2., clarify the qualifications for “local tutor”; and, at I.,I., 1., it was recommended that individual student fees be dropped and that a set dollar amount be inserted for a specific number of students.  Doroodian spoke for the agreement and assured council members that both Board of Trustees and University approvals had been secured.  Hale called for a vote on the agreement to include council recommendations.  The motion passed with one opposing vote.
Clodfelter presented an agreement between Al-Tamimi Group (ATG) and Ohio University in which the College of Business will provide a graduate program leading to an MBA.  The proposed graduate program is currently being reviewed by the Curriculum Committee of Graduate Council. Council noted that ATG could not offer courses as indicated in the proposal.  Keefer stated that they would change the wording to read that ATG would recruit faculty in agreement with the College of Business.  Both the linkages committee and council members questioned the tuition costs listed in the proposal, which are slightly less than in-state, on campus tuition costs. Two additional changes were recommended: in section I., D., 1., a., change the IELTS score to 7.0; and in I., E., 1., delete the words “holding appropriate qualifications”.  Hale called for a vote on the agreement to include council recommendations.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Clodfelter presented an agreement between Huazhong University of Science and Technology (HUST) and Ohio University in which the OU’s College of Business will provide a graduate program leading to the conferral of an MBA degree by OU.  Clodfelter stated that the committee did not approve the proposal.  Under the agreement HUST students would complete a parallel degree program offered by HUST and receive a dual degree by cross listing OU and HUST courses.  The council felt that cross listing of courses between the two programs was problematic, that tuition requested was too low and that it should be returned to Graduate Council.  Hale recommended that the proposal be tabled until some of the issues could be worked out.
Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum

Study Abroad:

Coski presented for Partyka and had four proposals for council to review.

Coski presented the Tropical disease research in Ecuador proposal stating that this was an existing program that is now being formalized into the system.  This program is offered each summer, but the duration fluctuates.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

The Winter Intersession Study Abroad in Puerto Rico, Spanish Caribbean proposal was presented as a language and culture program modeled after the Martinique program.  Rota questioned why a fourth program dedicated to Spanish was needed.  Perdreau stated that all Spanish majors are required to participate in a language study abroad program and because of the large number of Spanish majors outside programs have had to be located for some of our students.  Also, this program is shorter in duration and less expensive, accommodating those students who do not have time for a full quarter of study abroad or cannot afford other programs. It was recommended that it be added to the text that the graduate course would demand additional work over the undergraduate course.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

The Global Studies in Plant Biology – Island Biology: Terrestrial & Aquatic Ecology of New Zealand proposal is part of the Environmental and Plant Biology umbrella program that has sponsored programs to Hawaii and Bolivia.  The council did not have any concerns with the proposal.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

The Art and Design in the Context of Mexican Culture, Past and Present proposal sponsored by the Graphic Design Department was presented as a new study abroad program beginning winter quarter 2006.  The council did not have any concerns with the proposal.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Perdreau presented to council for approval a third party provider contract with Cultural Experiences Abroad, Inc. The contract requires the signature of the Provost. The council did not have any concerns with the proposal.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion was unanimously approved.
