Hale opened the meeting at 1:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the October 3, 2003 meeting were approved following a clerical correction.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

International Faculty Professional Travel:

Holben was unable to attend but submitted the following report.  As of this date only five applications have been received for the October 15 deadline.  Of those five applications, two will be funded.

Study Abroad:

Partyka presented one proposal for review and approval.

Partyka stated that the proposal, NRSE 490 Independent Study, Mexico and the United States: Comparing Culture, Health Care Services, and Nursing Practice, is a short, one-week submersion program focused on observing medical practices in Mexico.  Partyka stated that the committee received the proposal late because the program directors were not aware they had to process their proposal through the Study Abroad Committee.  Hale noted that proposals should be processed through the committee and council before participants pay their deposits.  Hale called attention to the section on health care facilities, section C, number 9, and recommended that a disclaimer on health care be included with the proposal.  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed with the consideration that the committee checks on a health care disclaimer.

Perdreau presented a recommendation from the Office of Education Abroad (OEA) to establish affiliate agreements with third-party providers for study abroad.  OEA offers an extensive program for study abroad opportunities, but with the increased demand for study abroad by OU students some of our students utilize affiliate programs.  By establishing affiliate agreements with third-party providers, OEA can provide high caliber alternatives for OU students who are unable to participate in OEA programs and OEA would be able to handle the administrative paper work for OU students.  Hale questioned if we would be putting any of our programs in jeopardy.  Perdreau felt that because of the high costs of the affiliate programs OU’s programs would not be jeopardized. 

Perdreau also presented for review and approval an affiliate agreement with American Institute for Foreign Study (AIFS).  Hale called for a vote.  The motion passed unanimously.

International Linkages:

No report.

Internationalizing the Campus and the Curriculum:

Luce provided the council members with minutes of the last committee meeting, requesting members to review and add comments.  Luce noted that there was a concern that internationalization be considered in the Presidential Search Committee.

Boyd presented international student figures on new enrollment for fall 2003 and overall enrollment for fall 2003.  University-wide there were 4% fewer International students on campus this fall than last fall and new enrollment for fall 2003 was 3.8% less than fall 2002.
