Hale opened the meeting at 2:10.

Agenda Item #1: The minutes of the October 4, 2002, meeting were approved.

Agenda Item #2:  Committee Reports

Study Abroad:

Partyka presented four items to the Council.

Independent Study – Spanish 298 – Mexican Culture Program was presented as a study abroad proposal by OU Chillicothe. Partyka stated that this is not a intensive language program but a cultural emersion program.  Students will be staying with families, visiting museums, participating in local festivals and attending classes at Instituto Tecnologico de Monterrey, Campus Central de Veracruz, Cordoba, Veracruz, Mexico. Chillicothe and Cordoba, Mexico, are sister cities. Partyka stated that the committee agreed with the program as it was presented for this year and moved that it be approved for this year. The motion was seconded and unanimously passed by the council.

Rouen Business Cluster Program was presented by the College of Business (COB) as an addition to their BBA core cluster courses.  Partyka stated that the program will commence Winter quarter in Rouen, France at the Ecole de Commerce International. Courses will be taught by OU COB and French professors in English. Marshall stated that there were some problems with the budget but they were cleared up. Fisher pointed out additional budget problems. There was discussion concerning the budget as presented, and the unique situation regarding study abroad expenses of the COB students in comparison to those of students in other  OU colleges. Several issues regarding this proposal were brought to the attention of the council: proper signatures were not in place, unsure if there was clear communication with students on program costs, and late submission of proposal to the committee.  Partyka moved that the proposal be brought up for a vote, the motion was seconded. The motion passed with one no vote, one abstaining vote and the rest yes.

Student Exchange Agreement Between University of Edinburgh, Scotland and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio USA  was presented by Partyka as a five year renewal agreement.  Partyka stated that the committee had no problems with the agreement and moved that the proposal be brought to a vote.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Partyka wanted to inform council that the committee was working on a draft proposal  to initiate a program for countries under “warning”.

International Linkages:

Rosalie Romano has accepted the position of Chair of the International Linkages Committee.  

The committee brought back to the floor for discussion the Agreement on Academic Cooperation between University of International Relations, Beijing, China, and Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, USA (Draft) that had been approved at the October 4, 2002 UIC meeting.  Shostak, who originally presented the agreement to council, stated that there were accreditation questions and other concerns, and that further research was necessary.  Shostak recommended that council put a hold on formal approval until more information is forthcoming. A motion was called, seconded and unanomously approved.

Clodfelter presented two proposals for council’s review. 

Clodfelter stated that the Memorandum of Understanding between University of Guyana and the School of Telecommunications, Ohio University was acceptable to the committee, but that a council member had made several comments prior to the meeting, suggesting that: any student exchange or technology transfer be organized in a subsequent agreement; need to clarify the process of continutation, modification and termination of the agreement; and on the signature page, add the Dean of the College of Communication and equivalent position from the University of Guyana.  A motion was called, seconded and unanomously approved. 

Clodfelter stated that the second proposal, Memorandum of Understanding between The University of Pecs, Pecs, Hungary and the Ohio University, Athens, Ohio, United States, would establish a new global competitive program in the College of Business similar to other programs established in the College of Business. A motion was called, seconded and unanomously approved.

International Travel Fund:

Holben reported that the committee received sixteen applications, two were late and therefore denied, one had received funding in summer and was denied, and thirteen were funded.  A total of $3366. was awarded, leaving a balance of $6000. for the next two rounds.

Internationalizing the Curriculum:

No report.

Agenda Item #3:  Discussion and vote on the proposed changes to the UIC by-laws.

There was discusson on the proposed changes but members agreed to pospone until the January 2003 meeting.

Agenda Item #4:  Schedule dates and times for January UIC meetings.

The January meeting will be on the second Friday, January 10, from 1 to 3  PM.

Agenda Item #5:  Announcements and other business.

Tadlock announced that they were working with the Steering Committee on OU compliance with the federally mandated SEVIS program.  The goal is to try and include as many people as possible, those involved with international students, to the scheduled information meeting on November 19.  Tadlock stated that the penalty for noncompliance is no international students.
